TheFirst Book of Achee

Chapter 11

An account of the twentieth Community to begat Messiah, that of Benresheph and the
establishment of Shabuot in the Promised Land.

1 And now as Achee beheld these things
it was both bitter and sweet
for he wept aloud to see Messiah suffering
howbeit the Lord did not allow him to feel His more personal suffering
out of compassion for his tender heart
and when he saw the events of the resurrection he wept for joy
and he rgjoiced with all his soul
for before his eyes was the secret and source of al life
and he praised his God in heaven
and knew that the praises of Chadashel*®’
who were joined with Jonah
gushed forth in joy al the days of the earth
and he praised God that he should give man so great a blessing as salvation

2 And Achee saw the great gulf between the wicked and the righteous
that the blindness of the wicked was not just that they could not see
with the eyes of the righteous
but they could not see
with the eyes of all the Eerkodeshoi
and their Hosts in Heaven as well
for he saw how the feelings were as though God had died
which feelings pierced the righteous and the Eerkodeshoi
to their very center
insomuch that they all lost their hope and will to live

3 And the earth shook
and the hills mourned
and the wind cried
and the trees wept

and the lights were darkened with the suffering of the righteous
and they were all joined in one
insomuch that even the Eerkodeshoi
were not there to meet Him as He arose

4 But among the wicked who also heard of the prophecies
that He would arise after the third day
and they sent guards to watch over Histomb
out of aknowledge of the prophecy
and they felt no despair at His death but rejoiced in it
being oblivious to righteousness
and denying the feelings of al the earth around them

5 Andthewicked
in the blindness of their minds
could not comprehend that all the Eerkodeshoi
were feeling the same as those who walked in righteousness

6 And it cameto passthat Achee saw
that at the time of the tribulations it would be after the same manner
and al the Eerkodeshoi would be joined in their hearts
to the hearts of the righteous
and all the calamities that befall the wicked in those days
of drought
wind and storm
and the shaking of the earth
and fire
and great destructions
and plagues with disease
and great misfortune
will be the response of the Eerkodeshoi
on behalf of the righteous against the wicked

7 Oh you wicked
How can you persist and refrain from repentance
seeing the very hills
and clouds
and wind
and even al the Eerkodeshoi are against you
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Zabdee dwells at Tishbeh | Achee 11:8

8 And Achee marveled at the greatness of the blindness of evil
and Achee said
Lord
When shall the end of wickedness be
And how shall it be accomplished

9 Andit cameto pass
that the Lord said to Achee

L ook

For there are five High Priest Communities that yet remain
until the wicked are destroyed
and | reign upon the earth with the righteous for a thousand years

And the last four shall arise upon the Land of Promise
wherein | am sending you

10 And Achee looked
and he saw Messiah when He was young in his eighteenth year
and Messiah traveled with companions
up to the head waters of the brook called Jabboc
which means pouring forth 3%
and therein alarge bend of the stream
were the ruins of an ancient settlement called Tishbeh
which means recourse or place where protection is offered **°
and it was the dwelling place of Elijah and his Community
and the church settlement was called Nazareth of Tishbeh
notwithstanding the place had been in ruins for along time
and in this place among the people of the Church dwelt Salome
the sister of Joseph and her husband Zabdee
who was inscribed first in the Church
and many of the family of Zabdee dwelt there
and it was from Tishbeh that he and the men of the place
would go for a season each year to fish at Chinnereth
and while they fished they dwelt in Nazareth
where Joseph and Mary dwelt

11 And it cameto pass that while they were in Tishbeh
the time of Salometo deliver came
and shewasin travail
and a niece of Mary named Y aldah
which means something born a lass or girl
which name is associated with midwifery
was the midwife
and Mary came to help as Salome was delayed some years
and was older when she began to bear

12 And it cameto pass that the companions of Messiah

wanted to go exploring in the regions of Tishbeh

for they desired not to be near at the birth of achild
but Messiah would not

and they chided Him and said
Birthings are for girls and women
Comelet usgo

and He said
The doings of My Father are at hand
And Hisloveis come unto me

and He sat himself down by the door of the dwelling
where the birth was to take place

and He greatly desired to remain for the birth of the child

13 And it cameto pass that the women marveled
that He should remain behind His fellows
and when the child was born it was in the night
and Messiah had fallen ad eep beside the door
and the father was called in to see the child
and he announced his name to be Benresheph
which means a son of thunder
and as he did so all in the house felt Semihazah draw near
and say in great fear and anger
My kingdom
My kingdom
and the women of the house cried out

for the presence of Semihazah was hard against them

14 And Messiah awoke upon hearing Semihazah speak in anger
and He heard the cries of the women
and He arose to His feet and cast his voice into the window
and said the word Elda
which isto say God ishere
and immediately Semihazah shrunk back and was put to flight
and in amoment Y aldah came out of the door and said
Who said Elda
and Messiah said
It was|
and she said
Master
What are we to do for the name of the child
and Messiah replied
We shall call him John
But He shall be known to God as The son of the thunder
and thus was born John the Beloved
The son of thunder
in the eighteenth year of Messiah

15 And it came to pass that the child grew and Messiah loved him
and when the season of fishing came
He and the child would play together
and their souls were joined together like unto Isragl and Benjamin

16 And after John learned to walk
and it wasin his second year
the time came for him to be weaned
and he was yet the only child of his parents
howbeit in that same year Salome bore again a son
and his name was called James

17 And it came to pass
that when John was weaned they were at Nazareth of Chinnereth
and Hannah was there being full of years
and she wasfilled with the Holy Spirit
and she prophesied and said pointing to the child
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| Achee 11:18 John an Apostle at age thirteen

This one will be a help and a companion to Messiah in Israel

Aslong astheriversflow

And the wind blows upon the earth
and her words caused a great wonder in al the hearts of those who heard them
and they said

Shall this child live forever

18 And it came to pass that John grew before God
and he loved Messiah and called him Little Father
and his parents saw that he was only content when he was with Messiah

19 And it came to pass that in the thirteenth year of John
and the eleventh year of hislittle brother James
Messiah asked that these two sons follow with Him as princesin Israel
and notwithstanding their being so young
their parents consented that they should do so
seeing Messiah was aways in the company of so many of His relatives
and family

20 And it cameto pass that John was much beloved by Messiah
for he was a continual comfort unto Him
he being filled with the love of God in his heart
and because he did not pay heed to the issues of distress
or the discord of the day
but he looked only to the needs of Messiah
and he was a comfort to Messiah because he never doubted
nor disputed hisword
or engaged in perplexing discussions

21 But rather John looked to the care of Messiah al during His ministry
and he communicated with the women
to see to the every need of the Lord to be fed
and he would not sleep in the night
unless he could discover Messiah to be resting well
and he tended after Messiah
like a nursing mother her child
and he did not require anything of Messiah
but gave only of himself continually
and he would not speak of the distresses of each day
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John’s vision I Achee 11:22

but dwelt upon the delightful things that transpired with healings
and the great joys in understanding
that came by the teachings of Messiah

22 And it cameto passthat in the sixteenth year of John
they took Messiah from him to be executed as a criminal
and when he beheld that Messiah was taken into the house of death
to be prepared to be killed
hefell to the earth
and his father carried him home

23 And in his soul John could not bear to live
and he became sick with afever
and in his heart
desired that they should die together **
and thus he remained near death with a high fever for four days
now the loving hand of God came to thislad in these times

24 And it cameto pass
that while he lay sick he had a great vision
and he saw the end of days
when Messiah would be triumphant over all the wicked
and he saw Messiah standing on the right hand of God
and John beheld that even asit were by the voice of Y atsal *"
Messiah would by a mighty hand
intervene into the course of the wicked and the Decadarchoi
to restore the earth unto the visions of His Father in creation
and he saw that Messiah would establish the kingdom of His Father
upon the earth
and in all these things
and that Messiah would overcome al the wicked with their Decadarchoi
and establish peace upon the earth for athousand years

37]'I'his was very much like a physical death for John, as his soul was bound together with the
Lord's, and it was a factor in his being trandated later on in hislife.

25 And as John beheld these things

the watcher that guards the east came and stood before him
and he said

L ook
and John saw that in the hand of the Father was a stone tabl et

and it was written upon the backside and within
and upon it was written the very manner

even the exact tenor

of how Messiah would destroy the wicked and bless the righteous
and the writing was hidden from the wicked

and the stone of the tablet was not arock of witness for them
and that which was written could not be understood by them

for it was sealed

and could only be known to the righteous by the hand of God

and the angel said

One must be found who can perform the tasks written therin
and John heard avoice that said

Who shall interpret this tablet unto men for the Great One
and a search was made the full width and breadth of heaven

and in all existence

26 And John cried aloud from the agony of his soul
and said
Alas
There will be no one to interpret the book
For my Messiahiskilled
and John wept greatly before the angel
and the angel of the east put his hand upon the forehead of John
and he said
ThereisOne
See
and he pointed to Messiah

27 And when John awoke Messiah was standing before him
and had his hand upon his forehead to heal him
and the Lord said
Fear not dear one
For | am here
and John sat up and exclaimed
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Messiah heals John 1 Achee 11:28

Master
Is this heaven
and the Lord said
Look about you
and John saw that he was home and upon his bed where he had been sick
and he leaped up and said
You haverisen
What ajoy my lifeisunto me
Will you commence your labors of ministry once more
and Messiah replied
Not so little one
I must go unto my Father
But you and al our people in the Church
must continue the ministry of the loving kindness of my Father
until | come again
For | go into al things to be ever with you
and you with me
and they talked awhile and Messiah said
Now go
And tell your brethren that | will see them in Chinnereth on the morrow
and John saw Him with the rest of the twelve on many occasions
and Messiah remained upon the earth before men for forty days
to receive the seventh grace before he went unto His Father
and He received all power
and afullness of the Glory of the Father

28 And it cameto pass
that Messiah fed them bread and fish by the seashore one day
fish feeling friendship or tending to others as a nursing mother >3
and John said to Messiah
Now that you have arisen Master
How may | serve you
and the Lord said
After the same manner as you have during all my walk with men
For | lovefor you to take care of me
and the rest of the twelve were heard to say

that on the day the Lord was risen John became a man
and on the day he entered into the Covenant in his twentieth year
his hair was white as snow

29 And it cameto passthat after Messiah was gone unto His Father
John and his brother James
and James the son of Chalaph®*
went to Secacah
and it was after the Feast of Shabuot in that year
which is called Pentecost
when the Holy Ghost came in great abundance
unto al the people of the Church
and they dwelt there with James the brother of the Lord
and these men were there when James the brother of John
entered into the Covenant

30 And it came to pass that James
the brother of John
went to Jerusalem on a mission for the Lord
in his twenty-fifth year
and was taken by the king at the command of the high priest
and they killed him
and it was just after the death of Mary the mother of Messiah
and James was killed in the twenty-seventh year of John
and after he was killed John and James
the son of Chalaph
escaped and fled northward to the ruins of the K ephsaba®
31 And it cameto pass
that many of the Church who fled the violence of oppression
first made their way unto these men in Kephsaba

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John loves Messiah | Achee 11:32
32 And Achee beheld that John continued to care for Messiah after His resurrection
in the same manner as he did during the days
when Messiah walked in the flesh
and John would still arise in the night to inquire if Messiah was resting well
and he would continually see to every need of Messiah
and not burden Him with the perplexing events of the day
and John was childlike in hiswak with the Lord all his days
and he prayed for the loved ones of Messiah
and his heart was tender before them

33 Now it wasthis diligence and great faith
that resulted in so many of the loved ones of Messiah
successfully escaping to the ruins of Kephsaba
to find safety and comfort there

34 And it came to passthat in the fiftieth year of John
James the brother of the Lord was killed by an imposter
who desired to be known
as one numbered among the twelve princes that followed with Messiah
and because of this
rebellions increased
and it was expedient that the people of the Lord flee unto Kephsaba
and the peopl e of the Church were mild in their spirit
and unwilling to do violence

35 And they began to disperse out of Jerusalem
and many of the most peaceable ones came to K ephsoba
and the place grew and prospered
even to exceed the original city that was there
and their encampment spread unto the north side unto alake of water
and the settlement was where two rivers came together
and an hour and one-half walk to the west
was acity of the Gentiles which they called Antioch
and the people of this city
began to be afraid of this large gathering of the people
they called Nazarenes

36 And it came to pass
that the imposter who killed James often traveled to the city of Antioch
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| Achee 11:37 saints disperse out of Jerusalem

and he by deceit and subtlety
discovered who was inscribed first among them
from one of the twelve in that place
and it was John
he being one of the High Priests after the Order of Melchizedek
and thisimposter discovered John unto the Kittim

37 Now the overseer of Antioch desired to keep peace with the Kittim
and his mind was troubled by the gathering at K ephsaba
for the Gentiles were against hard times because of rebellions
and the people of the land were in want
but the people of the Church had the storehouse of God
and they prospered

38 And it came to pass that when the Kittim heard who was inscribed first
they came and took John

39 Now understand that the people of the Church who remained in Jerusalem

were exposed to much conflict

and they saw the deaths of many
and had hard persecutions

and some fled to Tishbeh
and to Bethpeor
and othersto Y abis

but the most of them went to K ephsaba where John was
and the twelve princes that followed with him

40 And it came to pass that when they took John
the people grieved
and many of them followed after those who took him
and they left their homesto follow
and there was a body of them to exceed twenty-eight hundred
and they all gathered about the house of the overseer in Antioch
and the overseer grestly feared their numbers
notwithstanding they were not armed
and he sent a man out to see them
and the man said
Select ones among you and send them into see the overseer
that you may make your desires known unto him
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John taken | Achee 11:41

41 And they sent three elders to meet with him

and he agreed to not kill John

but he must needs arrest him for it was the command of the Kittim
and should the people demand his release

the armies of the Kittim would sweep down upon them all

even those who dwelt at Antioch

and he agreed also

to no more pay heed to the imposter

42 Now at thistime John had the Urim and Thummim
and the stone tablets
and many writings
and when they took him
it fell to thelot of Jamesto seeto their care and safety

43 And it came to pass that the people returned home
and James inquired with Urim as to how they should proceed
and the Lord revealed unto them
that he would lead them forth to a place of safety
and it lay to the north in the mountains that were beyond bodies of water
and the Lord brought them comfort
to know that the life of John was in His hands
and he would yet perform a great work for Him

44 And it came to pass that in the night
al but afew departed
and in the morning the place was empty
and an old woman called Navehla
which means lovely one or beautiful one
and also to prepare a habitation ¥
and her husband
and al her family remained upon the shores of the lake
and they remained behind
so they could receive any who should flee Jerusalem
to guide them in the way

45 And it came to pass that Achee saw the land of Badad
which means to be utterly solitary 3"’
and it is called Patmos by the Kittim
and his fathers had gone there in days of old to hunt
but now since the flood it was become surrounded by the sea
and here they put John
for it was used asa prison
or aplace of exile by the Kittim
and on the east shore was a small dwelling for guards of the Kittim
to guard the place and to receive provisions
and they did not have to guard the western side
for the wind and the rocks prevented rescue by ship on that side

46 And it cameto pass
that John was aone for many years upon the land of Badad
and these solitary circumstances
could not prevent him from tenderly caring for the needs of Messiah

47 And it cameto pass
that John lived in acave in the east of a mountain
and he would not eat the provisions of the Kittim
and the guards kept them for themselves
and not far down from the home of John was a spring of water
and he was now in his sixty-fifth year

48 And it came to passin those days
the husband of Navehlawas brought to be captive with John
notwithstanding he being full of years
and two young men were made prisoners with him

49 Now the food that was sent by the Kittim was unclean
for the people of the Church
and the guards grew accustomed to keeping it for themselves
and when the husband of Navehla came
he would not eat the unclean food
for he said he would be ashamed before the God of Israel

50 And John had lived on the flesh and milk of wild goats
and the herbs of the land
and he had written great things upon their skins
and when this man would not eat
after afew yearshedied in the lair of John
and it was in the seventieth year of John
and when the old man died the Kittim were about to cast him into the sea
when John approached and asked that his body be sent to his people
to be buried as their customs required it of them
that he be laid to rest in a certain way
and the guards feared to not grant him his request
lest he should discover them to their overseer
for having kept al the provisions for themselves

51 And it came to pass that John asked for the wrappings and preparations
to prepare the body
and when he had received them
he concealed all his writings inside the wrappings
and he wrapped it counter-clockwise
to cause Navehlato unwrap the clothes in order to wrap them correctly
and in this way she discovered what he had written inside

52 And it was in this way
that the great prophecies of John concerning the tribulations of the last days
were sent out unto the people of the Church

53 And it was by the selfless acts of this woman Navehla and her family
that Johnis
in the end of days
able to continue to tenderly nourish Messiah
insomuch that he can accomplish his task
in allowing the wicked to be destroyed

54 For these writings are of great worth to Messiah
for by them the people of the Church
in the days of tribulation
may know and be instructed as to how to proceed
and that which is written thereon are the visions of John
that he had as alad when Messiah was in the tomb
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| Achee 11:55 the rock of Badad

and the great things he saw shall be made bare and become clear

even unto the wicked in the last days
and the reward of those who thus assist to minister to the needs of Messiah
shall be great at the last day

55 And the writings of John
are they not disclosing the very manner in which the people of the Church
may assist Messiah in overcoming the wicked in the end times
and this that Messiah can establish righteousness upon the earth
for a multitude of days

56 Now the atar of John
where he intervened to establish help for Messiah
was at his spring of water
and it was alarge flat rock imbedded in the mountainside
with acrack running down from the top of the north side to the middle
and water dripped out of the crack continually
and it would fill alarge pot overnight
and when John stood before his altar
he stood in the small pool formed by the water
and he faced west

57 And the altar of John
was called by the people of the Church
after they reviewed the writings of John
the Rock of Badad
and the Lord would meet often with John at the Rock of Badad
and had the midwives that attended his birth been there
they would have plainly seen why Semihazah cried out
My kingdom
My kingdom
for John at the Rock of Badad
shook the very foundations of the kingdom of Semihazah
and in the end
his revelations and what he established there
will bring the end of it
and prove the entire overthrow and destruction
of the domain of Semihazah by the hand of Messiah
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The Rock of Badad
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| Achee 11:58 John names Messiah

58 And Achee saw that upon the Rock of Badad
out of which flowed pure water
was established understanding that will cause Messiah
to be tenderly helped and watched after
to bring about His triumphant second coming

59 And it came to passthat Achee saw
that the Rock of Badad would remain all the days of the earth
and it would be the element of righteousness during tribulation times
and the righteous will useit asarock of withess
that Semihazah and all who follow him
will bein the end utterly alone
and solitary
and cast off from all the element of righteousness
which isthe second death

60 And John was a brother to the thunder
being known to God as Benresheph
and Messiah named him
and John named Messiah Lord of Lords
and established that M essiah should in the end
be fully triumphant in al His missions and tasks with man for His Father

61 And it came to pass according to the prophecy received by James

that John performed a great work for the Lord

and in his seventy-second year
John was standing before the Rock of Badad
and he was affirming Shabuot

and one of the young men was sounding the trump of assembly
when a storm arose

and it swept over the land of Badad
and the waves of the sea cast themselves upon the shore heavily
and the thunder shook the earth

and when the storm was past
John was gone

and the trumpeteer said he could see hislong white hair shining
with the flashes of lightning

and when he could not be found the Kittim searched for him
but he was not there
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John trandated | Achee 11:62

and the young men who were prisoners there
said that the thunder took him

but the guards laughed and said
No
Surely he has been swept out into the sea

62 And Achee asked the Lord
How isit so Lord that the thunder could take him
and the Lord said that John was trandated like unto Enoch of old
and as Enoch went into Eden and lived there
even so was John trand ated into the thunder
for thunder feels that the Lord our Messiah will have His way
and it announces that the desires of the heart of Messiah are to be assured

63 And because of Shabuot
thunder will be defined this way all the days of the earth
and al the wicked of the ages are helpless to stand against the sound of it
and Semihazah and the kings of the earth tremble at the voice of the thunders
and as men can go to the gates of Eden
and call forth Enoch to speak with him*"
even so can holy men go to the thunder
and call forth John and meet with him
for heis brother to the thunder
and he lives in the thunder to this day

64 But only those who are seeing after the care of Messiah as does John
can know him there
and Messiah gave him power to reveal himself
to any who could accomplish this repentance
and to any who love Messiah as John did
and who exercise faith in Him in Shabuot

65 And in thefinal days of the kingdom of Semihazah
and during the great foresaking
and the gathering
there will be many who know and converse with John the Beloved

and who speak with Benresheph in the midst of the thunder
and it shall even be as one man speaks to another

66 Is not John a companion to Messiah to nourish Him
aslong astheriversflow
and the wind blows upon the earth

67 Behold Oh man the voice of the thunders
for by them therivers flow
and the wind blows

68 And it cameto passthat after these things
the Lord left off speaking to the Brother of Jared upon the mountain
at the altar by the sea wherein they were building the ships
and the Lord said to him that the remaining four High Priest Communities
would be revealed to him upon his arrival at the Promised Land
and he said that these last four communities
were to dwell upon the Land of Promise according to the will of the Lord

69 It came to pass that when Achee and Tipharah
returned unto the encampment of their people from the atar of the Lord
and when the people beheld their radiance and the light of the stones
they shrank back from before them
and they went unto their lair and rested for some few days
and the people durst not speak unto them
but Chilat the wife of their son
tended unto them
and after four daystheir children and grandchildren drew near unto them

70 Now during these days
Achee had rehearsed all the visions of the Lord to Tipharah
and she was astonished
and the Lord spoke to her with instructions
as to how to protect and help her husband
as he was in many ways childlike
and could inadvertently disclose that which the Lord forbid
and she could see before her eyes the grace that had come unto her husband
for from his youth he had always walked with the Eerkodeshoi
and now he was wal king before the people in the innocence of his heart
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prepare to |eave Sooramec | Achee 11:71

and standing in the presence of the Lord had magnified these things
wherefore Tipharah determined to watch over her husband
in the tenderness of her heart

71 And it cameto pass
that she bestowed the song of the dance upon Chilat
before the eyes of all the people
which name by interpretation means the one who dances softly
for Tipharah could see that the sacred song with its dance
could not remain before those who did not cross the great deep®”®
and Chilat was the wife of Nachash
the one who was comforted by the song of the dance at his birth
in the land of Shinar

72 Now these things were done in the fifth month of the sixth year
in that week of years
and the people were in the midst of the harvest
and al things were done in preparation for the Sabbatical year
but one who was born during the course of their travels
who was prominent among them
had determined in his heart that upon the departure of Achee
the Sabbatical year was an unnecessary encumbrance upon the people
and that it would no longer be observed

73 Thus we see how quickly the holy things of righteousness
are abandoned by those who do not choose to love and follow after
the pleasant things of repentance
and Tipharah could see that there would arise contentions
should the righteous remain in this place that they called Sooramec
and she was content to thrust their lives into the hands of the Lord
upon the waters of the great deep

74 And it came to pass that the people busily prepared for their journey

379Evi dently by giving the song and dance away in front of the people, they were, by their
custom, prevented from using it as the one to whom it was given was leaving from in their midst.
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| Achee 11:75 the hypocrisy of Ziklag

and Achee prepared other empty tablets of stone
so that he could write upon them the visions
that were before his eyes with the Lord on the mount
and he thought to do so while crossing the great deep
insomuch that these things could be kept
for they would be of avery great worth unto the righteous
in some future day
but the people of his day
could only know a small part of that which was written
for the Lord commanded him that the way in which He was begotten
should not come before the people
until He had manifest Himself in the flesh upon the earth

75 Now the circumstances of the people were according to this manner
asthe time of their departure drew near
the one who was born in the wilderness among them
and who would be prominent
was called Ziklag
which by interpretation means to encircle or to bind up
and this man could see that the departure of Achee was soon at hand
and he began to proclaim that all the regions round about belonged to him
and that Sooramec was his country
for it was he who had discovered it
as he was sent ahead to spy out the land in their travels
and he denied that they were being led by the hand of God

76 And Ziklag was a mighty hunter
and he carried his weapons about him whithersoever he went
and he declared that all the people would be blessed by him
as he would allow them to dwell upon the land
and thus would he preside over all the affairs of these people
and he promised to increase their abundance
and he used stones as the substance of wealth

77 And it came to pass

that during these times the righteous withdrew from among the people
and they prepared in earnest for their departure
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they put forth into the sea | Achee 11:78
78 And it came to pass
that all the sacred things were the last that was taken on the ships
and unto each ship was given two of the stones of the dtar for light
and on the fourth day of the first month of the seventh year
in the sixth week of years
they entrusted their livesinto the hands of God
and they blessed Sarahel
and did put forth into the sea
and the women of Sooramec wept
for they wished to also go forth with them
and the men of Sooramec were ever after inclined toward the love of war
and al their women suffered for the loss of their children

79 And it cameto pass that as they sailed forth the first four days were mild

and the breezes blew them forth toward the Promised Land

83 And Achee had many of the records of Shem
and he had his Horn of Sounding for Shabuot
and he had the Tablet of Shabuot
which is called the Language Tabl et

and he had the Tablet of the Holy City written by Enoch®®
from which the prophet Ether
gained his knowledge concerning the new Jerusalem
and he had the Protection Tablet written by Shem
but Shem retained a copy of the Language Tablet and the Water Tablet
which tablet came to the Promised Land not by Achee
but by the hand of those who escaped from K ephsaba northward

and thus do the unpardonable sin
shall be cast off the land like an abominable thing

99 And it cameto pass that the Eerkodeshoi rejoiced
and exclaimed all together
We shall do every whit of it in all things forever
and thus was the land blessed unto the righteous
but cursed for all the wicked when they become fully ripein iniquity

100 And in these things we can see
that Achee safeguarded the land from evil
yea even the evil in those sent here by the hand of God
and his prayers
and the bread
and the Trump of Shem
made it the Land of Promise
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
