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The First Book of Achee

Chapter 3

It must needs be that I give an account of the rest of the twenty-four High Priest Communities
according to the vision of Achee. For I, myself, beheld by the Urim even according to the same
vision. And this is an account of the seventh, eighth, and ninth High Priest communities who
begat Messiah which includes Abraham, Israel and Joseph.

1 And it came to pass that Achee viewed these High Priest communities
that were beyond his time

and he could feel the names of them when he beheld their righteous deeds
and his heart was made glad

and all this matter is of a great importance and benefit to all mankind
as in them they may see the formulation of the person of their Messiah

2 And it may be known to man that Messiah is the offering of God to them
that He is not from some mysterious place or condition
but that the Lord God in His great love and respect for mankind

and the agency of the righteous
has allowed that they may determine for themselves

the being of Messiah
and the nature of His doings

3 And it will come to pass that the day will come
that all men wicked and righteous

will know and must affirm
that Messiah who has healing in His wings for man
and the power to redeem them back into the presence

of their Father in Heaven
was indeed the Messiah that righteous mankind
all throughout the course of the earth begat

insomuch that they determined His vision in behalf of God
by the power of the intervention of their agency

and that He indeed is their Messiah and belongs to them
as He in fact is the Son of Man
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I Achee 3:4 Terah dishonored
4 And it came to pass as Achee beheld these things

he began to come to understand the great plan of redemption
he saw that all the acts of Messiah upon the earth with man

were called forth and established
by the power of the element of righteousness

and he praised the Lord in his heart without ceasing

5 And it came to pass
that the Lord opened up to his view the day of Abraham
and he beheld the day when Abraham had fallen to the earth

out of sorrow over the idols of his father
now the task of his father in the land of Ur

was to keep the house of the idols of the people
but Abraham loved the Lord

6 And it came to pass
that Abraham determined in his heart that the Lord alone should be God
and he laid fire under the house of idols
and it was in the night
and when the people beheld the fire

one of the brothers of his father rushed into the house to save his idols
and was consumed in the flames

7 Now the people said that the death of this man who was named Haran
was a sign that their idol gods were displeased with Terah

the father of Abraham
and they looked upon him with dishonor
because of this dishonor Terah was obliged to depart out of the land
and he journeyed northward

8 And it came to pass
when Terah had established himself by the banks of a river

in a new land which he called Haran
after the name of his brother who had perished in the flames

that he once again turned unto his idols
and no man knew it was Abraham who had laid the fire

that destroyed the house of idols
but the child of Haran was named Lot
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priesthood of Abraham heralded I Achee 3:9

and Abraham felt responsible to the Lord to see to his care
and raise him up
and be a father to him

9 And in the course of those days
Terah would not heed the pleas of his son to abandon his idols
so Abraham sought out the Lord
and was thus fallen down to the earth out of sorrow
and the Lord drew near
and said unto him

My son
You are not responsible for the death of your uncle
But it was his great love for his idols that drew him into the flames
So be comforted my son

and arise
and pray what you will
and it shall be done according to your word

10 And Abraham arose and cast his eyes at a distance
and saw the smoke arising form the cooking fires of his fathers encampment

and he said
My Lord
And my God
Would You deliver me unto a place where You alone are God
A place where I may live out my days in peace and walk with You

and You alone
and the Lord revealed to him the course he should take to the southwest

to a place where the Lord alone was God

11 And Abraham told his father he was setting out to walk through the land
and Abraham left his father
and his father sang him a song of blessing

12 And it came to pass
Abraham departed out of the land

in the manner the Lord had shown unto him
and he arrived at a place

just two hours distance from the lair of Melchizedek
and Melchizedek became like a father to him
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I Achee 3:13 Noah dies

and taught him in all the things of God
and Abraham praised the Lord his God and was comforted
and Abraham learned that Noah had died there at Mabunechash

on the fifth day after the birth of Abraham
and Melchizedek said that his father Noah waited until Abraham was come

before he departed from the earth
and because of the power of Melchizedek

the Lord alone was God in all that quarter of the land
and Abraham rested and praised the Lord

13 Now it came to pass
that as Achee viewed these things

he saw a war going on over the life of this man Abraham
and Abraham knew nothing concerning the matter
but Semihazah knew that this very man

would be the father of a people out of which would come Messiah

14 And seeing Noah was departed Semihazah was encouraged
and put forward and renewed his intention to be the Son of God
and Semihazah conspired with all his host that if Abraham had a son

there would be the seeds planted that would allow him to be
in the course of time

born in the flesh
and thus become the Son of God in his image

and it was as he desired from the beginning in his wickedness

15 And the war was real
and there was a sober possibility that Semihazah would obtain his desires
but Abraham was strong in his love for the Lord

and in his determination that the Lord alone would be God
for even in the circumstances of his life in departing Haran

he already had determined that the Lord alone should be God
and because of the great love of this man for the Lord

the life of Abraham became before God the element of righteousness
and Abraham and his rib had to wait to conceive a son

until they considered it too late and impossible to have a child
and because of the vision of this man

his whole life was given unto the expectation of a son

Sarah displeases the Lord I Achee 3:16

16 Now this is a similitude in the manner of righteousness
like unto the world waiting for the birth of Messiah
and for those preceding his birth the time was long
and some even said it was past

as wickedness was great upon the earth
and was diverse
and was among all peoples

and it shall be the same in the end of days also
and the people shall say the Lord delays His coming

for such great wickedness is in the land

17 Now it happened
that our father Adam had already intervened

with the element of righteousness
to the effect that there could be only one firstling

and because of this Semihazah must needs become the son of God
by the seed of the firstborn of the heart of Abraham

for only out of the love of God in the heart of Abraham
would his son be used as the element of righteousness

and thus a war over his firstling was raging

18 And it came to pass that Abraham had a firstborn
for Sarah had given unto him of her handmaid
but it was not the firstborn of his heart

19 And this first son came about
when a woman defined the establishment of righteousness
which thing was decreed by Enoch must not be so

20 And this thing came about by the lack of faith of his wife
in the vision of her husband

and the doing of Sarah displeased the Lord greatly
and she was of the lineage of Japheth139

who had found and brought back the ancient records of Cain
after the flood

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I Achee 3:21 Abraham loves Issac

and she too in her youth had studied in these wicked writings
and in this thing Semihazah determined he now had the upper hand

but it was not the firstborn of the heart of Abraham
and thus he would not view this son

as the element of righteousness before the Lord
because the child came in fornication

21 And it came to pass
that Sarah his wife did in the time of her old age conceive
and unto Abraham was born the firstling of his heart in his love for the Lord

and in the life of this child the fate of all mankind hung in the balance

22 Now his mother had subtleties in her heart
and the war increased over Issac who was the firstling of Abraham
and Abraham loved Isaac
and he knew in his heart that in Isaac it would be proclaimed

that the Lord alone was God

23 Now understand
that Abraham had waited so long for his birth
and the vision of Isaac was so dear to the heart of Abraham
and so much a part of what his entire life had been
that the love of Abraham for Isaac

set the bounds of love of a human father for a son
it was in fact the herald of righteousness proclaiming the love of God

for His Only Begotten
and the war increased

24 And it came to pass
the Lord asked Abraham to offer up Isaac as a firstling unto Him
and Abraham could feel the great desire of the Lord for him to be obedient
and the Great High Priest Abraham was strong in his obedience
and his faith was sure

and he knew nothing doubting that God had thus spoken to him

25 Abraham paid heed to the voice of the Lord
and he prepared to offer up his only Isaac
and he prepared the element of righteousness
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Abraham offers up Issac I Achee 3:26

26 And it came to pass
that Abraham took Isaac

and Isaac was thirty-three years old
and went near unto the encampment of Melchizedek
according to the voice of the Lord

this place was the very place on the earth
where Messiah was offered up as a firstling as a man upon the earth

by His Father in heaven even at the same age
and on that ground in the place that was called Gulgoleth

he built an altar unto the Lord
and he bound his son and placed him upon the altar
and he was willing to offer up Isaac unto the Lord
and Achee saw it was the man

who set the boundaries of the love of a father for a son

27 Now the camp of Melchizedek was over across the way but a little distance
and it was one of his lambs that was caught by its wool in the bush of thorns

thus Abraham used the lamb of Melchizedek in place of Isaac
and it was a lamb of the Prince of Shabuot

28 Now the element of righteousness of Abraham in this thing was very great
and his obedience was diligent
and his love for God was so immense as he stood before Him

as a Priest of the Most High God
that Semihazah shrank back

and could not have any part in the firstling of the heart of Abraham
and the deeds of righteousness of Abraham in this thing were so powerful

that he as a Priest after the Order of Melchizedek
actually called forth the very place and conditions

whereby the Son of God would be offered up
as a firstling of the heart of God

and he established by his great faith
that the Son of God would indeed be the Only Begotten of the Father
and there would be no more in that day or forever

29 Thus he frustrated the great plan of Semihazah
during the entire course of the world

and now Semihazah would never be able to be a man in the flesh
and in the image of God
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I Achee 3:30 the Lord alone is God

but must forever remain a lowly and abhorrent rock
and thus did the Great Man Abraham accomplish

that the Lord alone would be God for all mankind of every age

30 Through all these things the Son of Man received from Abraham a new name
which was The Only Begotten of God

and he called forth Messiah to come in such a way
as to be the kindred of man
and a part of the family of mankind

and he beheld the day of Messiah
and his heart was made glad

31 Now Abraham was a brother of the sun
and he established that all men by the light of truth

shall stand prepared of God at the last day
if they repent of their iniquities
by the offering of the firstling of the heart of God

for in this thing Abraham allowed God to use Messiah
as the element of righteousness as the firstling of His heart

32 And Semihazah was beaten
for he could not stand before the great love and faith of this man
nor could he overcome the element of righteousness wrought under his hand

33 For now the Lord alone is God
and there would be only One Begotten of God
and Abraham was strong and a champion for all the righteous in all ages
but Semihazah seeks opportunity with the firstborn of fornication

34 Now these things have been hidden
and their meaning kept obscure in the eyes of all men until now
and Achee seeing all this concerning the Only Begotten

knew that because of the element of righteousness of Abraham
all twenty-four communities were looking to only one Son of God

and they all established righteousness
in relation to the One and Only Son of Man

and these things were a curse upon Semihazah
but all nations were blessed by the doings of Abraham
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the gifts of Jeshurun I Achee 3:35

35 And Achee looked again
and he beheld Jeshurun in the midst of all creation

which name by interpretation means to act in righteousness 140

and he said to the Lord
Lord
What is it that I am seeing

and the Lord said
Jeshurun is the foundation of the Law of Virtue

that springs forth out of the heart of the Son of God
And they are also the twelve gifts of my offering to my Father
Which were for the purpose of heralding to all creation

the peace and tranquility of mankind
And in this way

was the Law in the beginning given unto the entire family of mankind
by the dividing of the twelve sons of Adam

And the meaning of their names are the element of righteousness
according to my twelve gifts unto the Father

But the wickedness that preceded the flood overshadowed them
and in a man who is called Israel
remains alone the inheritance of God in these things

36 And Achee said to the Lord
Lord
My heart yearns to know of the gifts you gave unto the Father
And how they are the foundation of the Law of Virtue 141

37 And the Lord opened this great mystery before the eyes of Achee
and withheld them not from his sight
and the Lord said

38 The first gift I gave unto the Father was you

And in oneness all men
And by the work of my hands He has the delight of being your Father

And I built you into the fabric of all creation for Him as He dwells there
And now you and He dwell together

39 And the second gift I gave unto my Father was the spirit
So He could speak to you in all things
And so you could walk as His child knowing Him by His voice

as any child knows his father

40 And the third gift I gave unto My Father was your guardian angel
Or that is to say
The element of your protection in the midst of the Eerkodeshoi
And your Father is comforted

41 And the fourth gift I laid before the feet of My Father
Was that you could have life and have it in abundance

and it would flow like living water
So that His child could live life to its fullest
And my Father could have the delight of your passages

42 And the fifth gift I laid as a treasure before the feet of my Father
Was forgiveness for your sins
And the twenty-four elders who are the leaders of the Eerkodeshoi

cast their crowns at His feet

43 And the sixth gift I gave unto my Father
Was the ability of all creation to love you in spite of your sins
And it was because of this grace
that the love of the Father overflowed in gratitude toward me

44 And the seventh gift I gave unto the Father
Was His ability to reveal Himself to you

unto the unfolding to you of all the mysteries of the kingdom
And by this your Father can whisper to you

all the tender feelings of His heart
And you can know all things that bless you

in whatsoever circumstance in life you find yourself

Jeshurun continued I Achee 3:45

45 And the eighth gift I laid before the Father
Was His ability to restore your soul and raise you up in the resurrection

And for Him to bless you to be able to thus forget your sorrows
And wipe away all your tears
And find rest with your loving Father

46 And the ninth gift that came before the eyes of the Father
Was The Bread of Life
Which is your ability to be one in Him as I am in Him
That you may be one in Us
And the Father in this way will always be joined unto you
And you can be secure and find life in Him

47 And the tenth gift I gave unto the Father is for you to have children
And receive of the happiness of family

even as your Father in heaven has with you
And for you to prosper with your families
And you and your Father together

may receive the joys and happiness of the passages of life

48 And the eleventh gift
Was the gift that you by the power of your repentance

and the intervention of your agency
May be able to overcome struggles of life

and be victorious over temptation
and the oppression of evil
and the fiery darts of Semihazah and all his band

And thus you may not have more than you are able to bear

49 And the twelfth gift I gave unto Him was Yahad
Which by interpretation means the community of the elect

and those who walk in perfection of way
That he may dwell there with you

and all the workmanship of His hands in holiness
in the joy of eternity

50 And it came to pass
that when Achee had beheld all these things
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I Achee 3:51 the birth of Israel

that he exclaimed that all these things were Jeshurun
and that Messiah was Prince of Jeshurun
and Achee said unto the Lord

Lord
What does this man called Israel have to do with these things

51 And the Lord swept His Arm before him
and opened up the vision before the eyes of Achee
and Achee beheld two infant babies in the day of their birth
and they were named by the midwives under the hand of their grandmother
and the one was called hairy

and the other heel grabber
and the thing displeased Abraham for they were not names of righteousness

but Isaac was dull of hearing the Lord
because of the subtleties of his mother

and he allowed the names to stand over the protests of Rebecca
but Rebecca was a good mother and a valiant woman

and she hearkened unto the words of Abraham
and in these things the infant Israel was opposed by Semihazah

but he was guarded
and protected
and blessed by the hand of his mother

52 Now it came to pass
that Semihazah brought to bear against Israel

wickedness that he drew from Methuselah
for Methuselah had misused the element of the righteousness

of the firstlings of Adam
and established that the firstling by right of birth should have privilege

and status
and obtain the inheritance of substance
and thus rule over his brethren

and this thing was a wicked perversion
as the firstlings of Adam were unto repentance
and not for to get gain
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Rebecca blesses her son I Achee 3:53

53 Now for the establishment of this wickedness
many generations of mankind will suffer

and it was for this cause
that the grandfather of Noah who was Methuselah died in the great flood

he was firstborn unto Enoch
and Enoch was a great man
and Methuselah was left when Enoch fled with Zion
and he sought to justify his sins by changing the establishment of firstlings

to show forth that it was not his sin that caused him to remain
but his privilege

54 And it came to pass
that this perversion in the day of Israel had been established for many years
so that it was embedded into the custom and habit of the people
and it was in this way that the vision of Israel

was brought under the dominance of Semihazah
but Abraham blessed Israel142

and he caused that the blessing of Rebecca upon her son
would be multiplied143

and Isaac was slow to hear before the Lord
and Abraham caused Rebecca to gain for Israel his rightful blessing
but because of the wickedness of Methuselah

shame was brought to bear upon her and Israel
and he was obliged to flee from the house of his father

and Israel was a good man
and was of a mild and tender heart
and he pleased the Lord

55 Now it was in those days among the kindred of Israel
a frightful and dishonorable thing to leave the dwelling place of your father
and the heart of Israel was heavy with sorrow as he departed

56 In the midst of his travels
he stopped to rest upon the Sabbath

for he had departed in haste on the sixth day
and as he prepared to rest he lay grieving at these circumstances
and his heart was pained to leave his mother
and the Lord said to him

Arise my son and pray
And declare what you will
And it shall be done according to your word

and Israel was moved
and he set up a stone as a witness

Ebedel
This day you are my witness
That when I pass this way again in my returning unto my people

I shall be surrounded by and be in the midst of peace

And his name in righteousness
And I opened unto him another vision

And he looked and he saw a column of faces leading upward
And there were twelve pairs in number
And on the power side were the twelve faces of the sons of Adam

that were divided in the land as the foundations of the Law
and were called Jeshurun and they were for the entire family of man

On the glory side were the twelve faces of the sons of Israel
but he knew them not

And these faces led upward unto my face which was before him
And I showed him the twelve gifts that I have given unto my Father
And told him they were called Jeshurun
And there was a corresponding name for each gift
and the element of righteousness in each gift of the sons of Adam

58 And the sons of Adam were called after this manner
starting with the eldest

Cain which means to strike quickly or to chant145

Abel which means a gift from God146

Mabuchy which means a living fountain147

Nephash which means to be refreshed or to breathe again148

Seth which means to put or to place149

Elah which means to be strong150

Mychar which means sweetly righteous151

Azan which means to broaden out the ears with the hands152

Asher which means a cedar tree153

Yakol which means to endure or overcome154

Chathan which means to give in marriage155

Edra which means the arm of the father or fire156

and Eerkodesh which means a city of holiness157

and these were the sons of Adam that were used by him
to establish Jeshurun in the days of the city of Enoch

59 And he beheld all these things
and the greatness of the gifts
and he exclaimed to me

How is it that you hailed me as grandfather
Seeing that I am destitute and have no family nor wife

and I said unto him
These gifts are the foundation of the Law

whereby the Law of Virtue can abide in the heart of man
that mankind can have peace and tranquility

And they were given unto mankind in the sons of Adam
And were overshadowed in wickedness before the flood
But now it is your vision of created purpose as Israel

that this foundation of the Law be once again established
And now they will be before a holy nation
That I may in the course of time

be born among men of your seed

And thus I hailed you as grandfather
And Israel worshiped before Me

and the Lord said
These other twelve faces are the faces of your children
For I shall make of you a great nation
And among your seed will the Law of Virtue be established
that your people shall have one among them called Messiah

60 And it came to pass that Israel exclaimed
This is the very temple of God
Built with the building blocks that are your twelve gifts for the Father
Jeshurun is none other than the gateway to heaven

61 And it came to pass
that Israel poured oil upon the Rock of Witness
and declared that when he had seed

they would be for the element of righteousness
to establish Jeshurun forever among his people

and thus lay the foundation of the Law
so that among them virtue can bring to pass the coming of Messiah

62 And I was about to depart away from him
and he laid hold of my garment and would not that I should leave him

so great was his love for me and his comfort at the view of his vision
but I touched him and he allowed me to withdraw
and he blessed the name of his God
and the Messiah of the firstlings of Abraham158

63 And it came to pass
that Semihazah sought occasion against him
as he saw that if Israel were to accomplish his vision

that the Son of God would be born of woman among his seed

that Israel went into the house of Laban
and he found a maiden of his choosing
and Laban agreed with him

that if he labored for him among his flocks
that in seven years he could take Rachel to wife

and Semihazah put it into the heart of Laban his servant
who worshiped idols
that he may cause by deceit that Israel surely would live in fornication
and receive another who was not his rib

and Israel grieved and labored on until he received his rib to wife

65 Now through the course of these things
Melchizedek remained upon the earth until Israel had his Rachel

and he did this to guard him
and protect him
and as a High Priest

take upon himself the burden of his sins of fornication
and pray that God would forgive him
and not allow Semihazah to prevail

and when Israel had his Rachel
Melchizedek departed away

and no man knows where he went
but it was said by some that he and Sedeqetelebab

dwelt among their Eerkodeshoi

66 And it came to pass in the course of his life and by the hand of God
Israel did return in peace unto his mother and the land of his family

and it happened according to his record of witness with Ebedel
and through those days he had twelve sons

like unto the twelve faces that he saw159

67 And it came to pass
Israel took his family and went before the Rock of Witness

and encamped there
this was done when Benjamin his youngest son was a lad

and Israel after some days of prayer and fasting built an altar unto the Lord
and he had no one to bless it

for the song of Eve and the dance had passed with the subtlety of Sarah
nevertheless Leah blessed the altar for Israel
and he took his sons

and caused them to stand before the altar as the element of righteousness

68 And it came to pass that after he prayed
he sounded the trump of summons to all the Eerkodeshoi
and he proclaimed that Asher160 would be the element of righteousness
that the first gift (you) of Messiah to His Father

would result in the Law of Virtue bringing you to be honest
and happy
and good before the Lord

and he asked the Eerkodeshoi to accept the first gift of Messiah
as a part of the fabric of all creation

and it was so

69 And Israel sounded the trump again
and he told the Eerkodeshoi

that Simeon161 would be the element of righteousness
so that the second gift (the Spirit) of Messiah to His Father

would result in the Law of Virtue
allowing you to always have the Spirit to guide you in being virtuous

and He asked the Eerkodeshoi to build the Spirit
into all the fabric of creation in behalf of you and Messiah

and it was so

70 And it came to pass
that Israel by the strength of his hand

sounded the trump of summons a third time

to proclaim that Gad162 would be the element of righteousness
for the third gift (protection) of Messiah to His Father

and that it would be the foundation of the Law
for by the Law

you would always live under the protecting hand of God
but without the Law

you would live to view days of violence
and He declared

that all the Eerkodeshoi would be His witness to this decree
and build the gift of protection

that Messiah had given to His Father for you
into the fabric of all things

and it was so

71 Now Israel bestowed names upon his sons
that were from the beginning the element of righteousness
and he knew the vision of Joseph
and Joseph because of his vision was dear unto the heart of Israel
and because he was the son of his rib

Israel had a coat of many colors prepared for Joseph
and he used him and his coat as the element of righteousness

to declare the covenant of Shabuot
thus Joseph represented to Israel a surety that Messiah

who hailed him as grandfather
would come in the flesh among his people
to give them abundant life as the living water

and Israel placed the coat upon Joseph and sounded the trump
and the Eerkodeshoi drew near

and Israel declared with the strength of his heart with tears
that Joseph163 would be the element of righteousness
that the fourth gift (The Living Water) of Messiah to His Father

would be the foundation of the Law

	and Abraham felt responsible to the Lord to see to his care
	and raise him up
	and be a father to him
	9And in the course of those days
	Terah would not heed the pleas of his son to abandon his idols
	so Abraham sought out the Lord
	and was thus fallen down to the earth out of sorrow
	and the Lord drew near
	and said unto him
	My son
	You are not responsible for the death of your uncle
	But it was his great love for his idols that drew him into the flames
	So be comforted my son
	and arise
	and pray what you will
	and it shall be done according to your word
	10And Abraham arose and cast his eyes at a distance
	and saw the smoke arising form the cooking fires of his fathers encampment and he said
	My Lord
	And my God
	Would You deliver me unto a place where You alone are God
	A place where I may live out my days in peace and walk with You
	and You alone
	and the Lord revealed to him the course he should take to the southwest
	to a place where the Lord alone was God
	11And Abraham told his father he was setting out to walk through the land
	and Abraham left his father
	and his father sang him a song of blessing
	12And it came to pass
	Abraham departed out of the land
	in the manner the Lord had shown unto him
	and he arrived at a place
	just two hours distance from the lair of Melchizedek
	and Melchizedek became like a father to him
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	and taught him in all the things of God
	and Abraham praised the Lord his God and was comforted
	and Abraham learned that Noah had died there at Mabunechash
	on the fifth day after the birth of Abraham
	and Melchizedek said that his father Noah waited until Abraham was come
	before he departed from the earth
	and because of the power of Melchizedek
	the Lord alone was God in all that quarter of the land
	and Abraham rested and praised the Lord
	13Now it came to pass
	that as Achee viewed these things
	he saw a war going on over the life of this man Abraham
	and Abraham knew nothing concerning the matter
	but Semihazah knew that this very man
	would be the father of a people out of which would come Messiah
	14And seeing Noah was departed Semihazah was encouraged
	and put forward and renewed his intention to be the Son of God
	and Semihazah conspired with all his host that if Abraham had a son
	there would be the seeds planted that would allow him to be
	in the course of time
	born in the flesh
	and thus become the Son of God in his image
	and it was as he desired from the beginning in his wickedness
	15And the war was real
	and there was a sober possibility that Semihazah would obtain his desires

	and was among all peoples

	and the people shall say the Lord delays His coming
	for such great wickedness is in the land
	17Now it happened
	that our father Adam had already intervened
	with the element of righteousness
	to the effect that there could be only one firstling
	and because of this Semihazah must needs become the son of God
	by the seed of the firstborn of the heart of Abraham
	for only out of the love of God in the heart of Abraham
	would his son be used as the element of righteousness
	and thus a war over his firstling was raging
	18And it came to pass that Abraham had a firstborn
	for Sarah had given unto him of her handmaid
	but it was not the firstborn of his heart

	when a woman defined the establishment of righteousness

	21And it came to pass
	that Sarah his wife did in the time of her old age conceive
	and unto Abraham was born the firstling of his heart in his love for the Lord  and in the life of this child the fate of all ma
	22Now his mother had subtleties in her heart
	and the war increased over Issac who was the firstling of Abraham
	and Abraham loved Isaac
	and he knew in his heart that in Isaac it would be proclaimed
	that the Lord alone was God
	23Now understand
	that Abraham had waited so long for his birth
	and the vision of Isaac was so dear to the heart of Abraham
	and so much a part of what his entire life had been
	that the love of Abraham for Isaac
	set the bounds of love of a human father for a son
	it was in fact the herald of righteousness proclaiming the love of God
	for His Only Begotten
	and the war increased
	24And it came to pass
	the Lord asked Abraham to offer up Isaac as a firstling unto Him
	and Abraham could feel the great desire of the Lord for him to be obedient
	and the Great High Priest Abraham was strong in his obedience
	and his faith was sure
	and he knew nothing doubting that God had thus spoken to him
	25Abraham paid heed to the voice of the Lord
	and he prepared to offer up his only Isaac

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	26And it came to pass
	that Abraham took Isaac

	28Now the element of righteousness of Abraham in this thing was very great
	and his obedience was diligent
	and his love for God was so immense as he stood before Him

	that Semihazah shrank back
	and could not have any part in the firstling of the heart of Abraham
	and the deeds of righteousness of Abraham in this thing were so powerful
	that he as a Priest after the Order of Melchizedek

	and he established by his great faith

	31Now Abraham was a brother of the sun
	and he established that all men by the light of truth
	shall stand prepared of God at the last day
	if they repent of their iniquities
	by the offering of the firstling of the heart of God
	for in this thing Abraham allowed God to use Messiah
	as the element of righteousness as the firstling of His heart
	32And Semihazah was beaten
	for he could not stand before the great love and faith of this man
	nor could he overcome the element of righteousness wrought under his hand
	33For now the Lord alone is God
	and there would be only One Begotten of God
	and Abraham was strong and a champion for all the righteous in all ages
	but Semihazah seeks opportunity with the firstborn of fornication
	34Now these things have been hidden
	and their meaning kept obscure in the eyes of all men until now
	and Achee seeing all this concerning the Only Begotten
	knew that because of the element of righteousness of Abraham
	all twenty-four communities were looking to only one Son of God
	and they all established righteousness
	in relation to the One and Only Son of Man
	and these things were a curse upon Semihazah
	but all nations were blessed by the doings of Abraham
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	35And Achee looked again
	and he beheld Jeshurun in the midst of all creation
	which name by interpretation means to act in righteousness
	and he said to the Lord
	Lord
	What is it that I am seeing
	and the Lord said
	Jeshurun is the foundation of the Law of Virtue
	that springs forth out of the heart of the Son of God
	And they are also the twelve gifts of my offering to my Father
	Which were for the purpose of heralding to all creation
	the peace and tranquility of mankind
	And in this way
	was the Law in the beginning given unto the entire family of mankind
	by the dividing of the twelve sons of Adam

	And by the work of my hands He has the delight of being your Father  And I built you into the fabric of all creation for Him as
	39And the second gift I gave unto my Father was the spirit

	40And the third gift I gave unto My Father was your guardian angel
	Or that is to say
	The element of your protection in the midst of the Eerkodeshoi
	And your Father is comforted
	41And the fourth gift I laid before the feet of My Father
	Was that you could have life and have it in abundance
	and it would flow like living water
	So that His child could live life to its fullest
	And my Father could have the delight of your passages
	42And the fifth gift I laid as a treasure before the feet of my Father
	Was forgiveness for your sins
	And the twenty-four elders who are the leaders of the Eerkodeshoi
	cast their crowns at His feet
	43And the sixth gift I gave unto my Father
	Was the ability of all creation to love you in spite of your sins
	And it was because of this grace
	that the love of the Father overflowed in gratitude toward me
	44And the seventh gift I gave unto the Father
	Was His ability to reveal Himself to you
	unto the unfolding to you of all the mysteries of the kingdom
	And by this your Father can whisper to you
	all the tender feelings of His heart
	And you can know all things that bless you
	in whatsoever circumstance in life you find yourself
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	45And the eighth gift I laid before the Father
	Was His ability to restore your soul and raise you up in the resurrection  And for Him to bless you to be able to thus forget y
	And wipe away all your tears
	And find rest with your loving Father
	46And the ninth gift that came before the eyes of the Father
	Was The Bread of Life
	Which is your ability to be one in Him as I am in Him
	That you may be one in Us
	And the Father in this way will always be joined unto you
	And you can be secure and find life in Him
	47And the tenth gift I gave unto the Father is for you to have children
	And receive of the happiness of family
	even as your Father in heaven has with you
	And for you to prosper with your families
	And you and your Father together
	may receive the joys and happiness of the passages of life
	48And the eleventh gift
	Was the gift that you by the power of your repentance
	and the intervention of your agency
	May be able to overcome struggles of life
	and be victorious over temptation
	and the oppression of evil
	and the fiery darts of Semihazah and all his band
	And thus you may not have more than you are able to bear
	49And the twelfth gift I gave unto Him was Yahad
	Which by interpretation means the community of the elect
	and those who walk in perfection of way
	That he may dwell there with you
	and all the workmanship of His hands in holiness
	in the joy of eternity
	50And it came to pass
	that when Achee had beheld all these things
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	that he exclaimed that all these things were Jeshurun
	and that Messiah was Prince of Jeshurun
	and Achee said unto the Lord
	Lord
	What does this man called Israel have to do with these things
	51And the Lord swept His Arm before him
	and opened up the vision before the eyes of Achee
	and Achee beheld two infant babies in the day of their birth
	and they were named by the midwives under the hand of their grandmother  and the one was called hairy
	and the other heel grabber
	and the thing displeased Abraham for they were not names of righteousness  but Isaac was dull of hearing the Lord
	because of the subtleties of his mother
	and he allowed the names to stand over the protests of Rebecca
	but Rebecca was a good mother and a valiant woman
	and she hearkened unto the words of Abraham
	and in these things the infant Israel was opposed by Semihazah
	but he was guarded
	and protected

	52Now it came to pass
	that Semihazah brought to bear against Israel
	wickedness that he drew from Methuselah
	for Methuselah had misused the element of the righteousness
	of the firstlings of Adam
	and established that the firstling by right of birth should have privilege
	and status
	and obtain the inheritance of substance
	and thus rule over his brethren
	and this thing was a wicked perversion
	as the firstlings of Adam were unto repentance
	and not for to get gain
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	53Now for the establishment of this wickedness
	many generations of mankind will suffer
	and it was for this cause
	that the grandfather of Noah who was Methuselah died in the great flood
	he was firstborn unto Enoch
	and Enoch was a great man
	and Methuselah was left when Enoch fled with Zion
	and he sought to justify his sins by changing the establishment of firstlings
	to show forth that it was not his sin that caused him to remain
	but his privilege
	54And it came to pass
	that this perversion in the day of Israel had been established for many years so that it was embedded into the custom and habit
	and it was in this way that the vision of Israel
	was brought under the dominance of Semihazah
	but Abraham blessed Israel
	and he caused that the blessing of Rebecca upon her son
	would be multiplied
	and Isaac was slow to hear before the Lord
	and Abraham caused Rebecca to gain for Israel his rightful blessing
	but because of the wickedness of Methuselah
	shame was brought to bear upon her and Israel
	and he was obliged to flee from the house of his father
	and Israel was a good man
	and was of a mild and tender heart
	and he pleased the Lord
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	55Now it was in those days among the kindred of Israel
	a frightful and dishonorable thing to leave the dwelling place of your father
	and the heart of Israel was heavy with sorrow as he departed
	56In the midst of his travels
	he stopped to rest upon the Sabbath
	for he had departed in haste on the sixth day
	and as he prepared to rest he lay grieving at these circumstances
	and his heart was pained to leave his mother
	and the Lord said to him
	Arise my son and pray
	And declare what you will
	And it shall be done according to your word
	and Israel was moved
	and he set up a stone as a witness

	57And now the Lord said unto Achee
	When he had done thus I could not constrain myself

	And he was astonished to be called thus

	And his name in righteousness

	Asher which means a cedar tree
	Yakol which means to endure or overcome
	Chathan which means to give in marriage
	Edra which means the arm of the father or fire
	and Eerkodesh which means a city of holiness
	and these were the sons of Adam that were used by him
	to establish Jeshurun in the days of the city of Enoch
	59And he beheld all these things
	and the greatness of the gifts
	and he exclaimed to me
	How is it that you hailed me as grandfather
	Seeing that I am destitute and have no family nor wife
	and I said unto him
	These gifts are the foundation of the Law
	whereby the Law of Virtue can abide in the heart of man
	that mankind can have peace and tranquility
	And they were given unto mankind in the sons of Adam
	And were overshadowed in wickedness before the flood
	But now it is your vision of created purpose as Israel
	that this foundation of the Law be once again established
	And now they will be before a holy nation
	That I may in the course of time
	be born among men of your seed

	65Now through the course of these things
	Melchizedek remained upon the earth until Israel had his Rachel
	and he did this to guard him
	and protect him
	and as a High Priest
	take upon himself the burden of his sins of fornication
	and pray that God would forgive him
	and not allow Semihazah to prevail
	and when Israel had his Rachel
	Melchizedek departed away
	and no man knows where he went
	but it was said by some that he and Sedeqetelebab
	dwelt among their Eerkodeshoi
	66And it came to pass in the course of his life and by the hand of God
	Israel did return in peace unto his mother and the land of his family
	and it happened according to his record of witness with Ebedel
	and through those days he had twelve sons
	like unto the twelve faces that he saw
	67And it came to pass
	Israel took his family and went before the Rock of Witness
	and encamped there
	this was done when Benjamin his youngest son was a lad
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	and Israel after some days of prayer and fasting built an altar unto the Lord  and he had no one to bless it
	for the song of Eve and the dance had passed with the subtlety of Sarah
	nevertheless Leah blessed the altar for Israel

	and caused them to stand before the altar as the element of righteousness
	68And it came to pass that after he prayed
	he sounded the trump of summons to all the Eerkodeshoi
	and he proclaimed that Asher would be the element of righteousness
