TheFirst Book of Achee

Chapter 4
An account of Moses the tenth High Priest Community who begat Messiah.

1 Andit cameto pass
that Achee saw the House of Israel dwelt in the land of afar country
and their doings passed in this manner for the space of many generations

2 Now an important transformation had occurred among the House of Israel
and they were among the hirelings of the king
and they came to dwell separately from the people of the king
because of their language and custom
and the people of that land kept only afew animals
for they were gardeners aong the banks of the river
and it was an abhorrence to them to keep flocks
and pass throughout the earth in search of pasture
and to move to and fro upon the land
and they considered those who lived in this manner
to be undisciplined and rude
and they refrained from eating or mingling with them
but the king of this land had many hirelings and slaves
and large flocks were required to provide for their support
thus was the Nation of Israel known for its skill
in herding the flocks of the king

3 And it cameto pass
that Semihazah did not forget the vision of Israel
and he put it into the hearts of the kings in this place
to make the Nation of Israel content
that in this way they could intermingle in marriage somewhat with the people
and also pass out of the land as the hirelings of merchants and shipmen
and thus were they scattered abroad in the course of many generations
and those who remained were content
as they were hirelings in the ancient trade of their fathers

4 And it came to pass that many generations passed in this manner
even until three hundred and fifty years
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| Achee4:5 Israelites trained for war

5 And about this time there was a king who arose
whose intent it was to make war against nations
and he needing men for war
selected from among the hirelings of |sragl
those who were the makers of bricks
many of which were strong men
and he caused them to be warriors as hirelings
and he trained them in all the skills of warfare

6 Andit cameto pass
that many were in thisway lost in battle
but there were some who remained who were thus trained for war
and who were skilled with weapons
and who were known for their courage and valor in war

7 Now the transformation that occurred among them was on this wise
it was the custom among the children of Israel
that a son would follow after the trade of his father

8 Wherefore over the course of time
the people of Israel began to dwell in separate settlements
according to their trades
and in this way the hirelings trained for war
had been gathered into their own area of settlement
and because they were taken from the strong men among the brick makers
their settlement was near to them

9 And it came about
that the king began to build large buildings
and great cities of bricks
and there arose a dispute among the brick makers with their overseers
and the settlement of fighting men cameto their aid
and took their side against their overseers
and were willing to take up arms and use them in their defense
and when this matter came to the ears of the king he greatly feared
for the children of Israel were valiant warriors
and were hirelings
and had no love for his people or nation
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birth of Nahaben | Achee 4:10

10 And it came to pass that the king became greatly troubled

and he sent many of the men out to be hiswarriors
insomuch that they could not assemble themselves together

and he ordered that the male children of the warriors upon their birth
should be given unto the settlements of other trades to raise up
or they should be dain

and ever after the kings of this place recognized their error

and would not make men of war out of hirelings or slaves

11 Now it was in this way
that the people who made bricks
took many of the children of the warriorsto raise
for they felt gratitude that they came to their aid

12 And it cameto passthat it was under these circumstances
that awoman had a baby son who she named Nahaben
which isto say the Son of the River
and her husband was one who was away with the warriors of the king
and it seemed to her that he delayed his return
and she feared for her son

13 And as she prayed unto the Lord for her son
the Lord told her not to give the child away
but to make him a basket of reeds
and give him to the river
for he was a Son of the River
and in thisway the Lord would save hislife

14 And it came to pass that she did as the Lord commanded
and with a prayer she sorrowfully committed her child unto the Lord
and she set him adrift upon the water
and theriver carried him out of her sight
and the basket became entangled in the reeds of the river
near unto the place where the daughter of the king bathed herself
and when they heard the baby weeping her heart cried out
and she sent a servant to fetch it
and the servant was one of the children of Israel
and the daughter of the king said unto her
Whose baby isit

and the servant replied
The basket is one made by the children of Israel
and the daughter of the king said
I will keep it as my own
Itisfitting that it shall have a name like unto the people of Isragl
What shall we call it
and the servant replied
It is the custom among our people
to give names of righteousness to our children
So you should call him Moses
for heis drawn out of water
and so his name became Moses
and the daughter of the king became a mother unto him and she loved him

15 And in the course of those days
Moses was raised in the courts of the house of the king
and when he was alad he asked his mother
why isit my name is not like unto all those of the house of the king
and his mother rehearsed unto him all her doings wherein he was named

16 Thus Moses began to know that he was one of the children of Israel'”
and he spoke the language of his mother
for he was learned in al her ways
and he could not speak the language of the children of Isradl

17 Now it came to pass that when he was a man
he was exceedingly curious about the ways of his people
and he would dress himself after their manner
and thus go among them to discover their ways
and one day while he was thus among them
he saw an overseer being cruel unto an old man of his people
and he rebuked him severely
and he prevented him from afflicting the man
and the overseer fled for fear

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Moses departs Eqypt | Achee 4:18

18 Now the king had commanded
that any disputes among the people of the warrior settlement
should be made known to him
but the overseer could not tell who he was
so the men of the king began from that day forth to watch

19 And it came to pass
that not many days after this Moses went out again dressed as his people
and he approached two men of his people engaged in aviolent dispute
and he rebuked them and said
Y ou are brethren why do you dispute one with another
and they answered and said
What does a man of Israel who isfrom the house of the king
care of our disputes
Do you seek to rule over us seeing you are of our own people
and Moses was afraid
for he knew they had found who he was and they had no love for him
but were willing to discover him to the king
and Moses asked his mother what to do
and she said
My father the king has set his hand hard
against any in the warrior settlement who are rebellious
So prepare to get yourself out of the land quickly until this matter passes

20 And it cameto pass
that M oses fled by night with whatsoever provision he could carry
and his mother wept
and after about one year had gone by sheinquired of her servants
if they knew who had been his mother among the children of Israel
and they knew
and she went unto their settlement and made all things known unto them
and that his name was M oses
and she asked them to tell her if he should be seen in the land
for she would reward them

21 And it cameto pass that Moses had traveled for the space of many days
and his provisions were used up
and he sought after the Oasis of Midian
and he being not familiar with the land knew not whither to find water
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| Achee 4:22 Moses arrivesin Midian

and hefell to the earth and said
Now | die
and he slept
and when he awoke
amaiden was bending over him rubbing his face with water
and his eyes were filled with sand
and hetried to look and said
Areyou an angel of the Lord
and she speaking in the language of those in the land of Midian
did not know of what he spoke
and she gave him to drink and helped him into the shade
and as he was resting himself aband of men came
and were rude unto the maiden and her sisters
and would have scattered their flocks
but Moses stood in their defense and the men withdrew

22 And it cameto pass
that when they arrived home their father said
How isit that you are returned so soon
and they replied that a man from the country of the big river helped them
and heis without resting himself
and their father was named Jethro
and he was a priest of God
for his people had sprang from the descendants
of those who dwelt with Shem
and descended from Midian the son of Abraham
and his fathers had been driven out from Mabunachash
by aband of strangers
where they had dwelt with the people of Shem for along time
and thus they had remained for their generationsin the Oasis of Midian
and Jethro had a knowledge of the Heavenly Tablets
and of the works of righteousness of Shem and Abraham
and he loved the Lord whom he called The God of Melchizedek
but the renewing of Shabuot
had passed with the passing of Israel from the land
for Shem and Sedeqgetel ebab had been translated like unto Enoch

23 And it came to pass that M oses dwelt with Jethro
for he was greatly desirous to know of the God of his fathers
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Moses marries Zipporah | Achee 4:24

and Jethro taught him
for he spoke the language of Moses
and he rehearsed to him from his memory
all that had been handed down to him
for no man knew what had become of the Heavenly Tablets since Shem
and Moses loved Jethro
and by him he came to a knowledge of the Eerkodeshoi
and he praised the name of the Lord for his home
that he had sought after in the land of his birth but could not find
and Jethro rehearsed unto him
all the works of righteousness of the High Priests of the Holy Order
starting with our father Adam
and Achee saw that Moses was filled with the Holy Ghost
and Moses kissed the feet of Jethro and called him Father
and he exclaimed
| would that | may dwell among this people for the rest of my days
and Jethro loved M oses

24 And it cameto passthat Moses dwelt after the manner of happiness
and he took the daughter of Jethro to wife
the one he had supposed to have been an angel of God
and her name was Zipporah™®
which isto say a happy little bird that skips about
and she was a delight unto the heart of Moses
for she was of his people and was of the religion of Shabuot
and her name
and that of her father
and al her kindred
was after the language of Abraham
even notwithstanding
the language had changed throughout the generations
and Moses began to speak the language of Jethro

25 And it came to pass that Zipporah was a woman of faith
and she taught Moses to live among the Eerkodeshoi
and she wastimid and small in her stature

and they would laugh at the sight of his clothing
for she had saved them since his coming
and they would laugh at the story of his words
that she was the angel of God
and Moses knew that he had been brought unto this place by the hand of God

26 And it cameto pass

that Achee beheld Moses girded about with aleathern girdle
and he saw The Happy Little Bird with him aso clothed in righteousness
and his heart was made glad
and he said

See

I have come unto the knowledge of a brother

who islike unto myself and my Tipharah

and he praised and thanked the Lord

27 Now Moses was alittle man like unto Zipporah

and he was thin and brown and quick of movement

and his righteousness was a pleasant thing unto the Lord

and the Lord took great delight in him
as he had been raised in the courts of the king
but now he dwelt among the Eerkodeshoi

and the Lord rehearsed unto him &l the vision of Isragl

and Moses made al these things known unto his Little Bird
and unto Jethro

28 And it came to passin the course of those days
that the heart of M oses began to yearn over the vision of Israel
and he knew that those who remained of the children of Israel
did not live in their home
but they lived in a strange country
and once as he marked Shabuot he saw avision of Messiah in al things
and he longed for and |ooked forward in his heart
to the day that Messiah may be born among men
and the Spirit of God began to beckon unto him

29 Now it cameto pass
that his happy Little Bird bore unto him two sons
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the weaning of Eliezer | Achee 4:30

the first he called Gershom™*
for Moses had been born in the land of afar country
and there he was a stranger in a strange land
but now he was home in the religion of Shabuot
and he had come unto a knowledge of his fathers
and the doings of righteousness
and he had found his Zipporah
and the Lord kept calling the heart of Moses
and he named his second son Eliezer
for he hoped that perhaps this son could be a help to God
in accomplishing the vision of Israel
and on the day Eliezer’® was weaned Semihazah came against them all
and they had to seek the Lord for comfort
and in thisway Moses became aware of the great war
against the vision of hisfather Israel
but Moses was content to live out his days in righteousness
with his Little Bird among the Eerkodeshoi

30 And it cameto passin the land of the far country

that the contentions among the children of Israel against their overseers grew
until the king felt obliged to change them from hirelings to slaves
and put them into servitude before him

and it was the makers of bricks and the warrior settlements only
that were made daves at thistime

and the king had undertaken to build much
to affirm hislying vision of the glory of the world

and these contentions delayed the building

31 Thus were these children of Israel brought into bondage
about four hundred years after they entered the land
and their cries went unto the ears of the Lord
and God remembered their fathers and their works of righteousness
and the vision of Jeshurun

32 Now Moses prayed to God in the language of the king

33 But while the language of Abraham had changed with the generations of Jethro

and he also could write it

and it was hisfirst language

and it encompassed the feglings of his heart
and he dreamed in that language

it had not been corrupted

howbeit the language of the House of Isragl had become corrupted
with the passing generations

for they were surrounded with strange tongues

and had not the Heavenly Tablets
nor the means by which to retain the purity of their language

and the Lord spoke to Moses in the language of the feelings of his heart

even as he would with anyone

34 And it cameto pass

that one day Gershom came running unto his father
and he said to hisfather
Come and see for a curious thing is upon the mountain
and Moses and Zipporah went to see
and behold upon the side of the mountain was a bush
and it was burning
and they exclaimed how could such athing be
some stranger surely sojourns along the way
but in the evening the thing still appeared
and the heart of Moses was troubled for he knew not what to think
and in the night he arose to see
and behold the bush was still in flames
and Zipporah feared for him to go there
for she knew not what it meant

35 And it came to pass

that in the morning Moses beheld the bush burning but not consumed

he knew that no one passing by could do such athing
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the burning bush continued | Achee 4:35

and Zipporah prayed unto the Lord for him
and in her heart she had aforeboding
and Moses drew near and he called out
Debariel heream |
and the Lord God spoke to him out of the midst of the flames and said
Moses
Moses
and Moses was astonished to hear his name
and he wondered if there was one behind the bush
and he drew near and the Lord said again
Moses
Moses
| am the God of your fathers
remove your shoes from off your feet
for you walk on holy ground
and Moses fell to the earth and covered his face with his hands
and the Lord said
| have atask for you my son
For | would send you on ajourney
And | have great need of you
The visions of your fathers languish and the children cry out to me
and Moses said
Heream | Oh Lord
What isthe journey that | should perform for you
and the Lord said
The children of Israel are put to hard bondage
And their cry is come up to me
And | yearn over them for they are to be to me aHoly Nation
And my desireisto establish them in the land of their fathers
and Moses said
What isit that | can do Oh Lord
and the Lord said
Go to and speak with the children of Israel
And stand before the king
And seeif he will let the people go
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| Achee 4:35 burning bush continued
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and Moses said
Oh Lord I cannot speak the language of the children of Israel
And they think of me as one they will not heed
Who will speak for me unto the children of Israel
and the Lord said
Go and search
And perhaps you will find one
who will stand as a spokesman before you unto them
and Moses said
| do not even know what they call your name
Who should | tell the spokesman it was that sent me
and the Lord said
Tell him that The Great | Am sent you
For they know me by that name
and M oses wept
and he said
The children of Israel will not hearken unto my words
For | am nothing before all men
and the Lord drew near
and He said
Arise my son and pray whatsoever you will
And it shall be done according to your word
And al the Eerkodeshoi will obey you
Rivers will abey you
The clouds and the wind will obey you
The mountains will heed your words
And when the House of Israel shall behold all these things
surely they will give heed unto your words
For you are called
and have been ordained after the order of Melchizedek
And | am your God
And this day know that | will go before you
This day is the beginning of the time of decision for the House of Israel
and Moses gained courage and he said
This staff in my hand
It is of the Eerkodeshoi



burning bush concluded | Achee 4:36

Will it obey me
and the Lord said
Say on
and Moses said
| desire that this staff become asif it is a harmless water serpent
and he cast it upon the ground
and it was according to his word
and the Lord said
Takeit up again
and Moses did so
and it was his staff again in his hand

36 And | saw and | understood that Moses knew it not
but it was as though the Arm of the Lord was revealed
in his staff of wood before his eyes
and Moses said
Will the children of Isragl hearken unto the doings of the Eerkodeshoi
and the Lord said
We will see
and Moses fell down at the feet of the Lord and worshiped and he said
I will go for you Oh Lord
I will offer all my doings according to the desires of your heart

37 Now what was before my eyes with the Urim was the staff of Moses
and it was of atree
that by definition is given life with the feelings of Messiah
that feel the spiritual heritage of his people
and the tree is numbered among the Eerkodeshoi
and so also is the harmless serpent numbered among them
and such serpents are given life by the feelings of Messiah
that feel that a matter will happen according to the desires of God
and the staff was not magic
but for an instant before the eyes of Moses the staff obeyed him
and took on all the feelings of the serpent
insomuch that Moses had to exclaim
that it even appeared unto him as such

for strong is the spirit of life
that is put into all things by the creating hand of Messiah
and it islike unto the Arm of the Lord
for when the Lord makes His Arm bare before the eyes of all people
and when the Mighty One arises from His habitation'®®
to present Himself unto the wicked
the spirit of lifethat isin al things
shall be seen and known in each and every individual element according to the
vision of created purpose
yeaverily it will appear before your eyes
and when the Arm of the Lord isrevealed it will not be for an instant
but it will be before your face forevermore
and it will even appear and remain before the eyes of all men
even the wicked

38 And it came to passthat the Lord ceased speaking unto Moses
and Moses put element upon the fire and he prayed unto the Lord
and affirmed to all the Eerkodeshoi that he would be a friend
and brother to them
and he asked them to watch over his Little Bird
and his sons as they went out on the errand of the Lord

39 And it cameto pass that Moses returned unto hislair
and Zipporah was waiting for him
and she discerned that he had just come from the presence of the Lord
and she said
Moses my husband
What isit that the Lord is doing as he passes by
and Moses said
The Lord would send us on ajourney unto the House of Israel
And if they will chooseto love Him
He will deliver them unto the fulfillment of the visions of their fathers
and Zipporah knew in her heart that suffering awaited her husband
but she held her peace
for the desire of her heart was to obey the voice of the Lord

40 And it came to pass that Moses waited for the passing of the season of shearing
and Little Bird prepared for their journey
and Moses built an atar at the place where the bush burned
and he and Jethro sought the Lord earnestly
and Jethro fasted and mourned in his heart at the suffering of Moses
and the afflictions of the children of Israel

41 And it came to pass that before it became too hot to travel
that Moses and his Little Bird set out on their journey
to do the bidding of the Lord
and Jethro traveled with them four days journey
from the water of the Oasis of Midian
and there he kissed them all goodbye and prayed a prayer for them

42 And it came to pass that when they arrived in the land of afar country
that the people of the land supposed them to be merchants
passing through the land
and Moses went straightaway unto the settlement
near unto the place where his mother
had rehearsed unto him where he was found
and he told them that his name was Moses
and that he was raised in the courts of the king
and he inquired if anyone should know of the house of his father
and after atime an old man drew near who remembered
and did direct him unto the house of the people of his father
and there Moses discovered that he had a brother named Aaron
who had taken Elisheba daughter of one called Amminadab to wife
and that he had a sister named Miriam
and Moses found his father had perished with the warriors of the king
and hiswife had died also

43 And it came to pass that Aaron greeted M oses as a brother
and he rehearsed unto Moses all the doings
that had transpired among his family
for Aaron spoke in the language of the king and his overseers
and he told him that he was born with the name Nahaben
which means Son of the River
and Moses rehearsed unto them all that he had learned
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| Achee4:44 Zipporah loves the children

of the visions of their fathers

and he told them of the religion of Shabuot and of the Eerkodeshoi

and Miriam said that the people had somewhat a memory of these things
yet no one did practice them

and people began to gather into the house of Aaron
to hear the words of Moses

for one who could speak the language of the king
would interpret his words unto them

and Moses rehearsed unto all of them in that house
all the words of the Lord before the bush and the altar

and Miriam was rude to Zipporah

and considered that she was not one of the family
even though she had a name from the language of Abraham

for she was righteous
and was clothed after the manner of a righteous woman

and Miriam spoke in alanguage she could not understand before her
so it was a hardship upon Zipporah
for Moses only could she speak unto

44 And it cameto pass
that Zipporah made alair near unto the house of Aaron
and she was content to be with her children
and she would make things for the little children round about
and she would sing to them
and many of them came to love her

45 Now after they had become acquainted

and Moses had established his family whereby they could dwell for awhile

Aaron called all the elders of that place together

and he asked them
who they would that should be a spokesman for him unto them

and they all said
that Aaron should

and Aaron rehearsed unto them in alanguage Moses could not understand
all that Moses had said unto him concerning the vision of their fathers
and the words of the Lord upon the mountain of the bush

and the elders spoke among themselves and rejoiced at the news
for some few of them could remember The Great | Am

and they believed M oses that God had sent him to deliver them
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the challenge of Moses | Achee 4:46

to be aHoly Nation unto the Lord

and they were glad that one familiar with the courts of the king
would speak unto him for them

and all therest of that year the news spread concerning the doings of Moses
by the mouth of Aaron

for the news of the vision of Isragl was a comfort unto many of them

and they carefully sought out to question Moses

46 And it came to pass that they all consented together
that M oses should go before the king
to request that they should go out unto the Lord
to offer up to Him their prayers and mark Shabuot
and according to their request M oses went in unto the king
and he told him boldly that he had been raised up in the house of hisfathers
and that he had brought his brother Aaron with him
that the king might be assured
that he truly did stand in behalf of the children of Israel
for they desired to go out unto the Lord and worship before Him
and the king said
| am not of the religion of slaves
What istheir God to me
and Moses was bold
and he challenged the king after the manner of the diplomacy of the court
and the king was obliged to accept according to their custom for kings
and Moses declared the God of these hirelings and your slavesis powerful
even unto the overcoming of the gods of your kingdom
and the king clapped his hands and said
We shall see
and men skilled in the religion of the king appeared before him
and the king supposed that the challenge would be met in a moment
and because M oses offered the challenge according to the custom
he would show forth hisdoingsfirst
and Moses as a Priest of the Most High God
declared that all the Eerkodeshoi would obey him
in behalf of the God of Israel
and he cast his staff down
and asked that it become a harmless water serpent
and it appeared unto them all as one before their eyes
and the men of the king were astonished
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| Achee 4:47 staff of Moses

and afterwards they spoke with one another for the space of one hour
and they declared that they also could do such things

47 Now Moses

knew of theillusions these men could cause to appear with their magic
and he stood boldly waiting for their reply

and they cast down their staff also

and it became a poisonous serpent

and it heaved itself at Moses

48 Now Moses had taken his staff up while they conversed one with another
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but now he had cast it down again
and the feelings of the harmless serpent
with the staff of M oses were so strong
that it overshadowed theillusions of the poisonous serpent
insomuch that none could behold it
but the staff of Moses
continued to appear before them all as a harmless serpent
and Moses declared that the serpent of the Eerkodeshoi
had swallowed up the vision of their illusions of a poisonous serpent
and the matter was of a grave concern before the eyes of the king
for he carried the image of a poisonous serpent upon his forehead
even as a high priest of evil would carry a phylactery upon his forehead
and it was the element of wickedness
for a poisonous serpent is defined by the hand of Messiah initslife
with the feelings that
man will have his way
and in this manner the king carried on his person upon his forehead
which feels his identity
the element of evil that was used to see that al his desires were obeyed
and by the workings of the righteousness of Moses
the Lord God had declared unto all the court of the king
that the ability of the king to have his desires met
were as nothing before the God of Israel
and it wasin this way that the power of the god of the king
which he calls the serpent goddess Wadjet
was declared to be of no effect before the face of all his court
and the God of the slaves had with the harmless serpent
conquered the fierce poisonous serpent of the king



hard labor for Israel | Achee 4:49

and the king leaped up from his throne

and took the image from off his forehead

and cast it at the feet of Moses

and went out from before the face of Moses

and he did not acknowledge submission to the challenge
according to the custom of the diplomacy of his court

49 And it cameto pass

that this challenge of Moses that he put forth against his gods
became a sober thing unto the king

for he was in the midst of building great buildings
to show himself as agod unto his people and the world

and the king commanded those of his court
to tell no man concerning the staff of Moses

but the news was sent abroad

and the king rose up in his anger

and he called his sorcerers together to inquire of them
as to the means that M oses used
to accomplish the Eerkodeshoi obeying him

and they said it was because the children of Israel were praying for Moses

and they feared the strength of their numbersin prayer

and they did not believe that the Eerkodeshoi could obey him
should he stand by himself

so the king ordered that the people should increase their labors™
to prevent what he supposed was their support in their prayers

for the doings of Moses

50 Now it had come about over the course of many generations

that the children of Isradl
had lost the knowledge and practice of their religion

and Moses
not only had the task of delivering them from before the face of the king
he had to reestablish the religion of Shabuot among them

and it was for this reason that he declared unto the people

who could speak the language of the king

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| Achee 4:51 the peopl e chide against Moses

all things concerning the Eerkodeshoi
and the works of righteousness of their fathers
and there were many of the elders of the children of Israel
who questioned him in these matters
but aso there were many of them
who cared nothing to hear of the God of their fathers
but they were intent upon their sorrows for the increase of their labors
and they chided against Moses for the hardship of their labors
and he began to fear for histimid Zipporah

51 And it came to pass that M oses went before the Lord
and he cried
Lord | have done these things according to Y our word
But the people do not love Shabuot
And they complain against me
And the king did not yield before Y our face
But heis even as one called Melchiresa™®
and the Lord said unto Moses
Are you not also a son of the river
Will not the waters and all things thereof among the Eerkodeshoi
obey you before the face of al men
and Moses said
You have said Lord
and Moses went and taught again among the children of Israel as before
and he told them to watch and seeif it would be the God of Israel
or the gods of the king who would prevail
