An account of High Priest Communities, number s fourteen, fifteen and sixteen which includes
Josiah, Abinadi and Goker Harim|1.

1 After thesethings
Achee beheld in the land of Israel a maiden fair and righteous
her name was Dowd
which by interpretation means Beloved
but to hide her purpose and vision before the Lord from the wicked
they called her Jedidah?®
for her father
who was Adaiah of Boscath
knew from her birth that her vision before the Lord
was to cleanse Isragl with a mighty cleansing
and the Angels of God were heard to sing at her birth

2 Now it came to pass when she was a maiden she was working by the way
and this same king Manasseh
who slew |saiah
espied her on hisjourney to his high place to perform his sorcery
and he commanded that his men should lay hold of her
that he might make her to be hiswife
and Jedidah was afraid
but the Lord comforted her in the way
and when the king was returned home
her mother and father came and besought the king to let her go
but Jedidah spoke to them words of comfort
for the Lord had visited her in the night and said
Fear not my daughter to yield yourself unto the king
For | have a purpose for you
And you shall perform a great work for Israel
Inasmuch as you shall conceive and bear a son
who shall rule over Israel in righteousness
and prepare the way before me

Be careful and indulge not in the sins of the king
But walk in holiness before me
And you shall be called great by the Hosts of Heaven

3 And it cameto pass
that they were comforted and returned home in peace
and in those days she conceived and bear a son
whom she called Josiah
which by interpretation means founded on Go
and indeed the child was founded on the Lord
for his mother taught him early to love the Lord
and to abhor works of darkness
and she used great discretion
and raised him up to hate the doings of his father
and it did not come to a knowledge of the king
inasmuch as he becameiill at the time of the weaning of Josiah
and died within four years

4 And it cameto pass
that when Josiah was eight years old
he began to reign in the stead of his father after his brother
and his chief counselor was his mother

5 Many peoplerejoiced
and were comforted to berid of the evils of Manasseh
and to have the purity of achild king
who was guided by awoman of discretion

6 And the king prospered
and by the hand of his mother
his house became known as the Court of Children
for his scribe was alad of twelve years named Ahikam®’

whose father was named Shaphan®®
and Shaphan was a very learned scribe in the languages
of al the nations round about
and the steward of the king was alad of fourteen years old named Asahiah®®
and his herald was a youth of ten named Achbar®®
and his appointed prophets were Jeremiah®*
Leh| 232
and Ishmael >
they all werein their youth
Jeremiah and Lehi being yet children when they were appointed
and Ishmael being twenty two

7 Inthe days of Manasseh

he had appointed a very wicked man named Shallum®* to be his high priest
and he was a sorcerer
and they together saw to it that al the men of God
were obliged to remain silent during the rein of Manasseh™®

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| Achee 6:8 the plates of brass discovered

but Jedidah was wise

and she counseled her son to appoint Hilkiah®®

who was the father of Jeremiah
to be High Priest

now Hilkiah was an obscure priest in the Land of Boscath

when he was made High Priest
and the Lord had great desires for him to be the High Priest
and thus was the court known as the Court of Children
and they all had their mothers for their chief counselors

8 And it cameto pass

that Josiah walked uprightly before the Lord in al hisdoings
and eighteen years passed in this manner
and the court of the king matured in the vigor of the Lord
and when Josiah was twenty-six years old

he had determined that he would repair the House of God
for he had grown bold against al the doings of his father

and all those whose works were in darkness
and he began to assert himself before them

asdid all of his court
and he sent unto Hilkiah and inquired of him

that he might see as to the sum of the offerings

that were in the hands of the keepers of the door of the House of God

and when they inquired as to the offerings

they found them to be kept in alarge room benesth the House of God

and it had been many years since anyone had entered into it
and Hilkiah came and said to Shaphan the scribe

| have found the Book of the Law in the House of God

And the book was written on plates of brass by Moses

And deposited into the offerings by Eliezer his son

more than eight hundred years before

9 And it cameto pass
that Shaphan took the book and discovered it unto the king
and the king caused it to be heard before all those in his court
and al their mothers listened intently

and behold to all their great astonishment
they found that their law had become corrupt
and that they were witness that Israel had done al things evil
insomuch that the words of Moses
were written as a testimony against them®”
and that they did not have the Law of Jeshurun
but instead they inherited the Law of Aaron

10 And Josiah stood and rent his garments
and al his court wept
and they found that Passover for them had become corrupt
for it had become a memorial
and not the element of righteousness for the protection of Israel
and they found that Moses spoke plainly of Messiah
and they found the importance of the Religion of Shabuot
and that the Law was brought by Messiah through Isragl
and itsintent and purpose liein the virtue that it would bring
unto all those who would love Messiah
and stand with Him in the Religion of Shabuot to love Him
and establish His Kingdom
and they found out about repentance
and the element of righteousness
and the desires of God in the vision of Isragl
and it was made known to them concerning High Priests
after the manner of the Holy Order

11 And it came to pass
that all the court of the king mourned
and within the writings of the plates of brass was a condemnation
of al those who would depart from the tabernacle of God*®

and build atemple to proclaim
that the God of Shabuot could live in a building made with hands®®
and fear seized upon them
for they saw plainly that their nation had become a nation of base wickedness
and the people did not
in the days of Moses
abide by the Law of Virtue

12 And it cameto pass
that they all counseled one with another
and with Hilkiah
and Shaphan
and their mothers
and they al determined that the court of the king
should go and inquire of the Lord
by the mouth of a prophetess
to see if there was opportunity yet for Isragl to be cleansed
and she told them there was yet time and that if destruction came
it would not be in the days of Josiah
and that Josiah and all his court would be blessed
and Josiah set his hand first to cleanse the temple
and he tore down its atars that were profaned with sorcery
and he removed itsidols
and buried them
and treated them as the dust of afunera
and he tore down the booths of the money changers
and the houses of all those who made and sold the element of wickedness
for idolmongers
and sorcerers
he also tore down and destroyed the altars of Solomon
which he and those after him used for human sacrifice
yea even his own father Manasseh
had performed human sacrifice upon them
and all the court of the king went forth in the vitality of their youth

intent upon cleansing the land before the Lord

13 And it came to pass that they searched into every house
and upon every hill throughout al the land of Israel
to discover al the high places where idols were worshiped
and sorcery was performed

14 Now the task was very great for such things filled the land

and al the people were commanded to rid themselves of such things
and to cease the practice of sorcery

and many people were seen to be breaking their idols
and burning and destroying them

for Josiah had Shaphan read &l the words of the brass plates
unto all the elders of Israel
and then to all the people assembled

and many people were cheerfully uniting themselves with what was to them
the new Religion of Shabuot

15 Now it came to pass that as the king was passing by
he heard one say to another
When this king is gone we shall proceed once again before our atars
and Josiah rose up
and he called an assembly of all who would embrace Shabuot
and al who would love the Lord God
and he caused a diligent inquiry to be made
of al those who had the altars of wickednessin Israel
and he caused the bones of al their fathers and mothers to be dug up
and he burned each man the bones of his parents upon his altar to pollute it
even insomuch that a sorcerer durst not use it
for fear of bringing his cursings upon his own house
for what man could curse upon an altar
that had burned the bones of his parents

16 Thus were all the altars of darkness destroyed and not to be used again
even the bones of Manasseh did he dig up
and burn upon the altar of his high place
and idolmongers were loath to go near unto the altars of darkness.

17 And Josiah swept through the Land of Israel like awave of pure water

and the Hosts of Heaven rejoiced before him
and the people gave heed
but the princes of Israel quietly held their peace
and did mischief in their hearts and in their secret places
and they began from the day the bones of their fathers were dug up and burned
to conspire as to what manner they could slay the king
and they were filled with choler against him and his court
but the Lord knew that Josiah and his court
had cleansed Israel by a mighty hand
and he had revealed and read upon the housetops
that which had been hidden
which exposed their corrupt law and evil traditions
and he left them with aclear choice
insomuch that if they returned unto their evil acts of darkness
and unto their evil law
it would be the just acts of God
that would bring destruction down upon them
and it wasfitting and just that these people see clearly their error
so that they could choose to repent and follow the Messiah of Shabuot
or follow after the traditions of their fathers
and if it be that they repent not
it will beajust God
who allows their enemies to do all things according to their will

18 And it came to pass
that these evil princes
being led by a man named L aban*
began to work their evil practicesin secret against the king
and in the course of three years
they succeeded in bringing about his destruction
for it was by their sorcery
that he felt compelled to go before the warriors of the far country
as they passed through the land of his kingdom
even inasmuch as they were no threat nor had he a need to go against them
he could not withstand his desire to go

and thus was destroyed by their hand
and immediately upon the death of the king these evil princes
caused the court of the king to flee or be killed
and they took the plates of brass
and secreted them in the treasury of Laban
for Lehi
[shmael
and Jeremiah would not cease in bringing their words before the people

19 And it came to pass
that Lehi and Ishmael
were obliged to flee for their lives before these princes
and Hilkiah and Shapan
were put down and killed by them
and Achbar
and Asahiah
and Ahikam
al had to flee for their lives before them

20 And it cameto pass that Josiah was mourned by his mother
and she by a mighty hand had seen to the cleansing of Isragl
and Jeremiah was persecuted by the hand of the princes of Israel
but whilein prison
he rehearsed al the words of the brass plates from memory unto a scribe
but the princes burnt them
and hedid it again
and thistime kept it with discretion
and it was called the Book of the Division of Days

21 And through al these things we can see the justice of God
for before twenty years passed
aready the mighty of their enemies were at their door
and soon they were all carried away captive into other lands
and their city and temple destroyed
and it all was held to the account
of the doings of these wicked princesin Israel
and their high standing was made low
and they became numbered among the daves of their enemies
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| Achee 6:22 Ishmael dainin wilderness

22 But Josiah would with all his heart and soul

that they would have turned unto Messiah of Shabuot
but they would not

and this child king was a High Priest
after the manner of the Holy Order of Melchizedek

and his court and the righteous in Isragl were his community

and they begat a Son of Man who has power to bring a cleansing of sins
by bringing them to the knowledge of the truth

and he named the Lord The Redeemer of Israel

and he was a brother to Adahiel

and he established that man by his repentance
could worship with Messiah in al things through Shabuot

and Josiah prepared the way of the Lord
asthe Lord could not be born amidst a nation of idolmongers and sorcerers
and yet fulfill the vision of His Father for Him

23 Now Achee beheld all the doings of Josiah with amazement
and he saw that the Lord gave the children of Israel achoice
and because of the Law of Aaron the Idolmaker

the traditions of their fathers were grievous to overcome

24 And it cameto passthat Lehi and Ishmael
who were prophets in the court of Josiah
fled for their lives
and they managed to obtain from the princes of Israel the brass plates
in their fleeing
and they were pursued and hunted for many days
but were nowhere to be found in the land

25 Nevertheless Ishmael was slain by their sorcery in the wilderness

and Achee beheld that they escaped unto the land of his people
unto the Holy Land

and he saw that wickedness till had some hold upon them
insomuch that they built a temple after the manner of Solomon

howbeit they worshiped the Lord within it

and these people did not alow sorcery
and the use of the element of wickedness

but their error as a people
was that they did worship the workmanship of their own hands
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Abinadi obtains herbs | Achee 5:26

and they did continually seek advantage one over the other

26 And after many generations passed in this manner
there was aHigh Priest that did arise among them
whose name was Abinadi
which by interpretation means the father of pleasant living
and his wife was named Nethiniah which means one given unto God
and they dwelt among the Eerkodeshoi
in the land of the first inheritance of their fathers
and their mothers and fathers dwelt there also in all their generations
and Nethiniah bore unto Abinadi three children
two daughters and ason
and they were raised up in righteous living among the Eerkodeshoi
before the Lord
and Abinadi was by trade one who collected the sap of trees
and he obtained healing herbs
and was widely known for his skill among the healers of the land
and he was sought after by those who wanted medicine for the sick
and those wounded in battle
and his skill was from the Lord
because he walked among the Eerkodeshoi
and he could hear the spirit in them
by which Messiah gave each oneitslife
thus he knew the definitions of righteousnessin each one
and could apply them according to the need

27 Now it was his custom
that at certain times of the year he would go out into the forests
for the harvest of herbs and medicines
and he would take his beasts of burden
and tarry there until he had accomplished his harvest

28 And it cameto pass that
one day while he was thus amidst his harvest
he traveled in a place he had not been
and at about dusk he saw a glowing light coming from the distance ahead
went forward to see
he found the waters of afountain asit fell over the brink
and the water was asiif it werefilled with light
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| Achee 6:29 Abinadi baptized

and he stood in amazement
and then he thrust himself into the water to bathe himself
and as he did so the Lord spoke to him and said
Abinadi
By what means do you cleanse yourself
and Abinadi answered
By the Light that isin the water
and the Lord said
| am the Light and the Life that isin al thingsin the earth
And all those who know me shall live life in the pleasantness
of the presence of God
and Abinadi fell to his kneesin the midst of the water
he being overcome by the spirit
and thus was he baptized unto Messiah in the midst of the water
and in the Light of God***
and he slept

29 And when he awoke he was lying by the edge of the pool
and he had dreamed a dream
and in his dream Messiah had opened up to him the plan of salvation
and he beheld the manner in which Messiah would be born into the world
as an infant
and that he would receive not afullness at the first
and he beheld the manner in which Messiah had received afullness
and had become the life and the light that isin all things
and he saw how Messiah was thus the Creator of the world in His fullness
and that His fullness extended even unto the person and being
of the very Father of Heaven and earth
and he beheld the manner in which Messiah should receive this fullness
that it was in the flesh of a man living upon the earth
in the land of those from whom his fathers sprang
and he saw that His growing from grace to grace
came by His great |love and compassion
while He stood in the midst of suffering and sin
and he saw the willingness of Messiah to submit Himself
unto the desires of His Father in Heaven

brought forth in His soul the fullness of the Glory of the Father
and many such things did Abinadi see
while lying on the edge of the pool in the night

30 Now when he awoke he saw that it was morning
and that his beasts with their burdens were resting nearby
for they had passed the night and had not wandered of f
and he arose and took hold of them
and he set out for his dwelling
and to see Nethiniah
and he was much moved upon when he entered the house

31 And it cameto pass
that Abinadi rehearsed unto his family
and al those who had gathered to hear of the excitement
all that had transpired at the waterfalls of the fountain

32 Now Nethiniah listened intently
and when she had heard of Messiah receiving a fullness
she exclaimed that her old grandmother had in her possession
arecord of such things
that they were taken from twenty-four plates of gold
that they bore witness of the same things
and she hastened to set out to the dwelling place of her grandmother
and there she obtained from her
asmall account of the vision of an ancient man
that was written upon the skin of an animal
and it was kept in apot of clay
and her grandmother gave it to her so she could be the caretaker of it

33 When she brought it home
Abinadi understood all that was written on it
because of the vision he had at the waters called Meorihah*

which means the shining waters of God **®

34 Now Abinadi began to seek the Lord in great earnestness
and he was filled with the Spirit of God
and al those who lived near him with the Eerkodeshoi
hearkened unto his words

35 It was the custom of those who harvested herbs and healing medicines
that they should take them once a year unto a city called Nephi
that lay near alarge body of water
and as Abinadi did so this year
he beheld that the people there had a new king
and he was a sorcerer
and his wickedness was great

36 When Abinadi returned to his home he was very distraught

and his soul was vexed at the great change that had taken place in the city
and he cried out unto the Lord

and the Lord visited him with comfort

and Abinadi walked with God for the Lord loved him
and they comforted each one the other

and the Lord God opened up unto his understanding
the great vision He had for the land

and for His people

thus Abinadi continued to grow in stature before the Lord

notwithstanding he was a young man of twenty-four years old

37 And it cameto passthat when Fall arrived again
and it was once again time to journey into the city of Nephi
he was determined in his heart
to declare repentance unto those who would listen

among those with whom he was acquainted who obtained his medicines

and when he arrived in Nephi the people were gathered together

in celebration of their victories over their enemies
and they were boasting of their much prowess in battle
and he went forth among them and began to call them unto repentance
and many among them that desired his medicines and herbs

were those who cared for those wounded in battle
and he spoke to them in great power

insomuch that they were stung with guilt in their boasting
and they became angry at him and sought to lay hands on him

but asthey did so

adispute arose among those assembled to receive of his medicines
and Abinadi fled away into his own land

38 And the news of it came to the king

that the people were in want of medicines
and he heard the story of Abinadi
that when he came to deliver unto them of his medicines
he charged them with sin
even declaring repentance unto them
and the king was wroth
and commanded that the people take Abinadi and bring him before him
but Abinadi was not to be found
and the king was much displeased
and declared that if any man should find Abinadi
they should bring him before the king to be slain

39 And it came to pass

that the friends and family of Abinadi and Nethiniah believed them
and they loved the Lord

40 Now in those days word came unto them

that the king had his men searching among the people
to find fair young maidens to be his concubines

and they had already carried off two maidens of their acquaintance
in aland near unto them

so they fled in order to safeguard their daughters

and they took their flocks and provisions

and went unto the waters of Meorihah
which was a place not visited by the people for its remoteness
and there they lived in happiness
and were content to dwell with the Eerkodeshoi
and they numbered about thirty-one souls
and they all believed the teachings on the record held by Nethiniah
which were taught by Abinadi

41 And it came to pass that Abinadi sought the Lord continually
and he became an exceeding expert in the knowledge of the Lord
and the Lord spoke to him often
and he was taught from on high
and Abinadi built an atar unto the Lord upon ahill
above the waters of Meorihah
and there he poured his soul out unto the Lord
and he asked God to establish among the people a knowledge of Himself  and of how
they ought to worship
and conduct ministry among all the people
and he asked the Lord to restore His religion among them
insomuch that they could be prepared for the time
that Messiah would come in the flesh
and many such things did Abinadi pray unto the Lord
in the strength of his heart and as a Priest of the Most High God
and great was the strength of his element of righteousness
he being familiar with all the plants of the field and with Messiah in them

42 And it came to pass that Abinadi became determined
that he would preach repentance again among the people of Nephi
even if it should cost hislife
so strong was his love for repentance
and after the space of two years he set his course toward the city of Nephi
and neither Nethiniah nor any of his kindred or friends
knew that which awaited him
but Abinadi knew in his heart
and Nethiniah would that he should not go
but Abinadi went
and he went dressed as one of the merchants of the city
and when he arrived it was the time of the harvest for the making of wine
and many of the people were in astate of drunkenness
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| Achee 6:43 Alma departs

and he began to preach repentance unto them with clear words
and as one having great power
and he chastened the king for his much sin and wickedness

43 Now when the king heard of this he was wroth
and he sent and took Abinadi
and had him brought before him to do sport with him
but when he was come before him
the king was astonished at the truth of hiswords
and he began to fear for the judgements of God against him and his court
but many clamored against Abinadi
and the king caused him to be cast into prison in preparation to be dain

44 Among them in the court of the king was a young man whose name was Alma

and Almahad compassion on Abinadi

for hiswords of truth had reached into his soul
and he believed all the words of Abinadi
and he went unto him in prison privately

and heard him rehearse all the words of the Lord
and the Lord led Abinadi to confide in him

all the doings of the Lord at the waters of Meorihah

which Almacalled Mormon

45 And it cameto pass
that in the morning of the day Abinadi was set to suffer
Alma
unbeknownst to the king
departed out of the land
taking with him afew friends who aso believed on the words of Abinadi
and they went unto the waters of Meorihah
and there they found Nethiniah and the people assembled there
and Almarehearsed all the doings of Abinadi unto Nethiniah
and they all greatly feared for the life of Abinadi
they all tried to comfort her
but the Lord had come to her in the night and revealed unto her
that her husband would give his life as the element of righteousness
to establish that Messiah would be God Himself
who would come down among the children of men to redeem His people
and she mourned greatly for her husband
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the son of Abinadi receives the records | Achee 6:46

46 Now Abinadi was a brother to Emethiel which feels the truth of God
and he named Messiah God the Father
and he called forth
and established
and thus begat a Son of Man that would not receive afullness at the first
but would grow grace upon grace
even until he received afullness of the power and glory
of the Great God in heaven
and he defined by the element of righteousness
the relationship between the Father and the Son forevermore
never was there a man who more clearly knew Messiah
that He was God

47 And it cameto pass
that the son of Abinadi was a great help unto Alma and the people
for he supported them in the love of the Lord
and when he was a man and was come into the land of Zarahemla
he was ordained a teacher and was ever found faithful unto Messiah
and he cared for his mother and nourished her all her days
and Nethiniah passed the care of her record into his hands

48 And thus was the Church established in the Holy Land of Promise

to prepare the way of the Lord in that quarter of the earth

and the doings of the Lord with Almaand Abinadi were exceeding great
neverthel ess those who received such great blessings did not know

nor comprehend

the full extent of what had transpired among them

and in those days it was one-hundred and fifty years
before the birth of Messiah

49 Now understand
that the element of righteousness from all these holy people
was accumul ating
and it was being magnified by the power of God
and in the midst of the Eerkodeshoi
and al the prayers of those who had intervened with their agencies
were being brought to bear heavily against all the forces of Semihazah
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| Achee 6:50 the rise of Shinab

yea even al those who are righteous among any of the people of the earth
throughout all the course of the earth
were being added and joined unto the prayers
of al the High Priest Communities
and they were becoming aforce like unto a giant wave of the sea
that could not be held back
and the vision of Isragl that Messiah would comein the flesh
was a certainty because of this
and the way was being prepared before Him
in spite of all the forces of the hosts of hell

50 And the earth groaned
and the Eerkodeshoi trembled like unto awoman in travail
about to bring forth
and in the face of all these prayers wrought in righteousness
all their evil plans and low desires had to yield and give way
and they were no match for the power of God
and they cannot stand before all the righteousin all generations
and those who worship idols
and the sorcerers
and workmen of secret combinations
al together must flee in His presence
for they al gathered into one are as nothing before Him
and they cannot endure before the prayers of the Holy Order

51 And it cameto pass

that while these things with Abinadi transpired in the Holy Land
the hand of God was moving among men in Jerusalem

for in theland of Jerusalem
by the borders of Gilead
in the city of Y abis™
there arose one highly favored of the Lord

and his name was Shinab

52 Now Shinab lived during the time of much contention in the land
and the house of Maccabees contended in behalf of the children of Isradl
who remained after all the affairs of Josiah

53 The state of the vision of Israel since the days they crossed the Jordan

is after this manner

Aaron had established the worship of idols among Israel

and the people knew concerning the Religion of Shabuot
but they turned their hearts unto the practice and worship of idols

after the manner of the nations round about

and thiswas in effect for many generations

even from Aaron until Solomon

54 And it cameto pass
during thislong period of about five hundred years
idols prevailed in Israel because of Aaron
howbeit their religion had some practice that varied away
from the customary practices of the nations round about
and these variations were attributed unto M oses
but their law and the worshiping of idols
was in the manner and of the same likeness
as al the nations near unto them
and the people were not inclined unto establishing a nation
that was holy unto the God of Israel

55 And in those years it came to pass

that one arose named Solomon
who changed the affairs of the kingdom

for he established alove for the nation of Israel

and he begat afeeling that their nation could excel above the nations
who were their neighbors

but he was a sorcerer
and he added sorcery unto their idol worship

during the time of Jeremiah when the House of Israel was destroyed
and the people carried off captive into the nations
howbeit aremnant remained and a remnant returned
and when they returned
the people sought to re-establish the temple of Solomon
and followed what they supposed was the Law of Moses
but it was instead a compilation of the laws of the regions round about
and the traditions of their fathers
and the altered Laws of Moses

57 And the affairs of the kingdom continued in this manner
for more than five hundred years
during which time there came wave after wave of oppressors against them
and this had a profound effect upon Israel in preparing the way of the Lord
for it seemed that almost every nation surrounding Israel
sought to oppress them each onein their turn
and this caused the people over this period of time
to have a strong desire to be aHoly Nation unto the Lord for the first time
for it had taken more than a thousand years and untold suffering
for them to reach that point
and it was these many struggles against oppressors
that finally instilled this desire in them
and as they sought to be aHoly Nation
they did so with acorrupt law and tradition and practice
however they supposed their law and ways were holy before the Lord
for the truth was obscure unto them
because of the many deceits of their ancestors

58 And it cameto passthat Achee beheld that
there have been in the eyes of God four great wars to be fought
Thefirst Great War was called the War in Heaven

59 And the second Great War was against the vision of Israel
to see who would prevail as to whether Messiah through Israel
would be ablessing unto all the nations
and a blessing in the hearts of al mankind

60 And thethird Great War was against the truth
and starting with afalse prophet
it extended clear through the doings of Melchiresain the end of days
in the which Light fights against darkness
and Truth against the father of all lies

61 Andthefourth Great War is called Armageddon
and it is fought in heaven after the Kingdom of Messiah isfulfilled
and it is considered awar to gain the grace of forgiveness by the wicked
but to the righteous it is awar to eliminate evil
and al those who love and support it
and al the Decadarchoi
to see that they are cast off into darkness
unto a place where God is not

62 Thus by this we can plainly see that the forces of evil
were heavily brought to bear against the vision of Israel
asit isthe only one of the four great wars
that is against a people and their purpose
and the others are adl against principalities and powers
and it isfor this reason that the heart of God isfilled with compassion
for His people
and He continues to be moved in their behalf
notwithstanding their many errors

63 And now it cameto pass
that Shinab lived in the remote borders of the land in the region of Gilead
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| Achee 6:64 period of oppression

during these waves of oppression that came against Israel
that effected them to strive to be a holy nation unto the Lord
and the conditions were not as yet suitable for Messiah to be born among men
for during the first period of idolmongers He would have found no support
nor the conditions under which He could fulfill HisVision as Messiah
before His Father
and during the second period of sorcery His Vision could not be fulfilled
for He would not come to contend with a warring nation
and He came not to fight against those who worked in darkness
but He would come to those who were in the midst of decision
and among those
whose conflict leads to an exercising of their agency toward

68 And it came to pass
that into these conditions Shinab begot a son in his old age
and the wife of Shinab was called Tohorah which means to be pure 2
and she kept their sheep
and having passed the time in her life to bear children
she attended her flocks as she dearly loved her sheep

69 And it came to pass that while Tohorah watered her sheep
an angel of the Lord appeared unto her
and he told her that she was to be with child
and that the child would be a son and his name should be Shoo
for he would restore Shabuot unto the people of the Lord
and she rgjoiced in her heart
and she exclaimed unto the Angel
Who shall | say unto my husband has brought me these tidings
and the Angel answered

and Tohorah straightway left her sheep

would call him Goker Harim
and thus was baby Shoaob born with three names

and Secacah gave them the meansto be secluded
and protected in their privacy
and they laid by there a safe place for their sacred things
and in this way they kept their teacher safe

107 And it came to pass that with the passing of time
that same high priest in Jerusalem was put down
and another was put in his place
and during this time that Achab wasin hiding
before the next high priest arose
he had brought to the Church much knowledge and preparation
and he was by necessity caused to write much of it

109 Now it came to pass
that many people in Israel began to hear of the Community
and they came unto the regions of Secacah by Jericho

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high priest discovers Achab | Achee 6:110

and the knowledge of it disturbed those who administered the templein Jerusalem
and they began to hunt for the potter again
and al the people of the Community would not speak his name
nor reveal any of his whereabouts
or any of hisdoing in order to protect him
and practiced the Law of Virtuein holiness

110 And it came to pass that they renewed Shabuot year by year

and kept the Law of Moses
in thisway being careful to do all things according to the Law

and the Lord blessed them and prospered them
