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The Second Book of Achee

Chapter 8

An account of the great and final judgement.

1 And it came to pass that Achee saw
that the purpose of the thousand years was after this manner

2 In order for man to be prepared to live in the presence of God
in the midst of eternity

it must needs be that he be sanctified away
from all of the effects of sin and corruption

3 And time came because of sin
therefore during the thousand years

as the righteous repented away from all of their
voids in understanding
and their separations from the purposes of God
and their ignorances of tradition
and their alienations

to the purpose and function of the elements of the earth
yea when they had done all of these things

the effect of it was such that the Oneness of God
was come upon them

and either in Oneness or eternity there can be no time

4 And it came to pass that all of the righteous
were in this way

being prepared for Messiah to declare
that there would be time no more

and He also would declare
that the separateness of the righteous from God

would become a thing of naught

5 And the wisdom of God is great
for during the thousand years

all things among the righteous that will allow them
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to enter into the midst of the eternity of Elda
were brought into fruition

for repentance had run its course for them
and the Spirit of God had also run its course

and all of the purposes of creation in element had come to the full
and lastly the visions of created purpose among all men

were brought to a full expression
by the free exercising of the gift of agency

6 But be it known that all men
did not have the advantage of the joys of repentance

in the thousand years
for in the temporal world of the earth

the extremely wicked had made firm and lasting determinations
against any delight in their visions whatsoever

and in this way their opportunity to become prepared
to be a part of the Oneness and eternal life of God

were brought to an end in their temporal death

7 But there were those who were wicked besides these
who were not brought forth in the first resurrection

at the return of Messiah in the flesh
and they were not found to have set their way so surely

and they were gone unto the prison house
and because of the mercy of Messiah

and His great patience and love for them
He tenderly considered their ignorance
and all of that which intruded upon their way

and He sent them to learn whatsoever thing they might
in order to see if they may yet repent before Him

8 And in the prison house they had opportunity to behold their visions
and to choose concerning them

whether they would cling to the purposes of God or not
even according as they would

and there were many who repented in the prison house
notwithstanding they had the disadvantage

of not being in the midst of the elements of creation
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and in addition to these
there were also all of the righteous

who had been caught up unto life
by the effects of the joys of forgiveness

being used as the element of righteousness
in the first resurrection

9 And all of these came prepared of God in the majesty of the Son
for they had passed the thousand years in the joys of repentance
and the wonderful works of the Prince of Righteousness

who is Messiah
were magnified by the Oneness of the righteous

to the effect that the second resurrection came underway
according to the manner in which it has been written

and the final battle between good and evil
that followed the second resurrection

has already been accounted of
and it will suffice

10 And it came to pass
that Achee saw darkness being taken from off the face of the Deep
and he beheld with his own eyes

the Arm of the Father
as it was shown forth before the eyes

of all the concourse of heaven
and all the righteous were greatly comforted by it
and tumultuous shouts of joy erupted in heaven

from out of the midst of both mankind and the Eerkodeshoi
and the hearts of all of the righteous

were as if they would burst
for the rich magnitude of the happiness of it

11 And at that moment
any remaining consequences of sin spilled out of them

in the exhilaration of their souls before the Arm of God
to vanish utterly away

and every soul of the righteous dearly loved their Heavenly Father
and the depths of their love for their Father
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cannot be measured with human words
and it cannot enter into the heart of man

except they were prepared in the knowledge of it
during the thousand years

that they dwelt with the Prince of Repentance
and the day the Arm of the Father was revealed

for the righteous
was the day of their return from lands of far countries

unto the land of the nativity of their souls
and there never can be a homecoming so sweet

nor a day so delightful for a Father
and the veil between man and the Light of His Presence

became a thing of naught

12 Now it came to pass that when the Arm of the Father was revealed
it had a profound effect upon all the concourse of heaven

and when Darkness was taken from off the face of the Deep
a great transformation took place in all the souls of men

for the reality of the magnitude of the loving kindness of God
was before their eyes

and no untruth
or illusion
or falsehood
or view of vanity

could stand in the face of it
and by the light that shown forth

the infinite nature of the justice of God
was fully brought to bear

and the untruth that there was no God
was shattered

and men of great learning
and of profound insight

who had concluded in their wisdom that there could be no God
were greatly astonished

and the Light of His Presence shown upon them
leaving no shadows

and those with eyes which held visions of fanciful things
found their illusions to vanish away
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and the earth with all her Eerkodeshoi
that was seen by them

to be either
a thing to be used for pleasure
or an enemy

was now seen in the true light of it
and the falsehood of the kingdom of Semihazah

was utterly vanished away
and there was seen an abhorrent rock

mingled among rocks that were strewn about
and the vanity that ruled over men in their quest for lust and power

became a thing of naught
and humility abounded
and a willingness to submit to God

was all that could be known by any man among the wicked
but among the righteous

the lovely happiness that had been
that which they had stayed upon

in their faith
was now before them to behold with many delights

13 Now understand
that it was easy for the righteous

during the course of man
to begin to think that

cruelty
and suffering
and cold uncaring acts

were a natural part of life
and they had put their hopes and faith

upon the anticipation that the joys of eternal life
would hold no such things for them

and when the sweet loving kindness of the Father
could be comprehended to utterly fill all things

at the time when His Arm was revealed
their joy and exhilaration could know no bounds

and their comfort in their Father was a cherished rescue indeed
and all the righteous clung dearly unto the presence of their Father

II Achee 8:14 the Arms of the Father filled

and they were warmed by the Light of His Presence
and the Arms of a tender Father were filled

and overflowing
and all eternity shook with gladness

14 And it came to pass that a Watcher of the Presence
who was called Michael

took the hand of Achee and he said
Little son
Come and see

and Achee was much moved upon to be standing again
in the presence of his grandfather

and he was carried forth to stand beside the Judgement Bar of God
to see the judgements of all of the souls of men

and Achee looked at the day of judgement
and he was utterly struck with wonder

insomuch that he was not able to stand
and Shem and his rib were standing by

and they strengthened him so that he might bear up to stand
and the soul of Achee was lifted up in the midst of his grandparents

and he looked and Tipharah was by his side
for Sedeqetelebab had awakened her

and brought her forth from her lair to see this great sight
and Sedeqetelebab held her dearly

so she could stand also with Achee

15 And they knew it not
but they both had been transfigured before the Lord

and they saw that the love of Messiah was exceedingly great
and any man who thinks he knows of the extent of it

will hear a clap of thunder
and in that day come to a place of learning

for no man can comprehend the love of Messiah
and remain in the bonds of the temporal flesh

16 And it came to pass that Achee saw
that all of the hosts of the souls of men

as if it were one by one
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came to be standing before the very light of God
and they each passed into the light of His presence to be judged

17 And all of the judgement of the souls of men
took place in the presence of the light of God

wherein Achee had seen them in the day of their creation
and none of them at the first were in the presence of God

to see Him face to face
when they were first at the Judgement Bar

and every soul of them was obliged to look with their eyes
into the light that filled the place in the midst of the Deep

wherein God had come to dwell with man
He being their Father

18 And the light was filled only with the magnitude
of the very loving kindness of God

and it was infinitely good
and pure
and holy

but to the wicked the light of the presence of God
was an unimaginable calamity

and the holy
and pure
and good presence of the loving kindness of the Father

was to them an abhorrence
that seemed to them to only affirm their guilt
and the utter vastness of their failure to resolve their shame

19 And it was not said
but is was well known

that almost all of the wicked supposed that in time
their sin would go away without the works of repentance

but now time was to be no more
and their sins remained to follow after them into this place

and for them there was no escape

20 And now they stood in their place before God
awaiting to be wrought upon by the truth
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and the truth to them was a thing of great fear
and in the pride of their hearts

they had grown accustomed to their many ways of avoiding it
and at last it had found them
and they shuddered also at the thought of joining to anything

that was bright with the light of God
and their desires were to only recoil away from it
and they would that the very rocks would hide them

21 But when they looked about to see rocks
they could plainly hear the rocks singing songs of the delight

of the Father in His lovely Son
and the rocks of the Decadarchoi were not there for them to hide in
and they were left standing bare and alone

in the midst of the light of God

22 And it came to pass that Achee and his rib saw
that there was not one soul

who was not very meek before God
and they all found that in the presence of His majesty

they could only submit themselves
to acknowledge that which was come before them

23 Now understand that it was not after this manner for the righteous
for they were comforted by the light of God

and the tumult of their shouts of joy still rang in their ears
from when they first beheld the Arm of the Father

and they had an overflowing desire
to never leave from out of the midst of it

and there were some who knew in their knowing
who eagerly awaited the joy of basking in the presence of God

24 And the truth was a thing of joy to them
for they delighted in the truth

which brought them all their joys of repentance
and the truth was highly valued by them

and much sought after
and nothing so delighted the souls of the righteous
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as coming into the knowledge of the truth
and the feelings of the loving kindness of God

did not accuse them
but it was a treasure to their souls

that they knew they were made to dwell in
and by the light of truth they considered themselves to be loved

25 Now the presence of God at the judgement is after this manner
the judgement is accomplished in the midst of His abode

even the place wherein He dwells day and night
unto the far reaches of eternity

and as the judgement came under way
it did so in the personal place of God 1

26 And He was worshiping
for He ever prays for His children

and the smoke of His prayers arose up
to fill the place of judgement

and He worshiped the worship of thankfulness2

that those for whom He could show forth His compassion
and mercy
and blessings

were now come home

27 And He worshiped the worship of gratefulness3

that His children who so desired
could know Him

and He could find joy in them
and all who came to be judged

came to a place that was filled with smoke

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28 And the Holy Great One
used the two Golden Censers of the Presence

whose smoke fills the far reaches of eternity
with the breath of God

and every soul that entered
did not just come into the presence

of One who was mighty and strong
but rather as they entered to come in

they were struck with the great wonder of the sacredness
of the worship that they were ushered into

and there was not one human soul
no matter how holy

who did not sense that they had just entered into
a level of holiness in worship that they had never known

nor yet had it entered their hearts that it could be so

29 And it came to pass
that Achee and Tipharah looked upon this scene of wonder

with their grandmother on their power side
and their grandfather on their glory side

30 And they saw a man come trembling into the light of God
to stand in the midst of the Judgement Bar 4

and they saw that it was the one who was called Laban
who was chief among the princes of Jerusalem

during the times of Josiah down to Zedekiah 5

31 And he looked haggard
and his face had a dark countenance because of his much evil

for he was an accomplished sorcerer
and the shadows of his evil were that which darkened his face

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II Achee 8:32 the judgement of Laban

and he had arisen up in his wickedness to accomplish many murders
and his subtleties had come to the full

32 And he was a companion of Asael
and he walked hand in hand with Tahamiel

and he murdered the righteous Josiah
and he was the chief accuser of Lehi

and he had imprisoned and persecuted Jeremiah
and he would have easily killed him

except for his fear of the people
for all of the people in Jerusalem

considered Jeremiah to be a man of God and a prophet

33 And Achee and Tipharah saw that the father of Laban
was the chief priest of one known in Israel as Manassah

and it was he who had killed Isaiah
and the father of Laban was called Meraioth

which means to be rebellious against God 6

and his mother was a lovely woman named Jesherah
and she would have had her son

to be upright in the sight of God 7

And by the hand of this man
Ishmael was driven forth to be slain

by the princes of Jerusalem in their works of darkness

34 And this trembling and frightened figure was helped by Messiah
to step forward toward his place in the Judgement Bar

and Messiah helped him to set himself down
and he looked upon Messiah with narrowed eyes
and he saw him as a lowly servant of someone

who he thought to be in the service of one
who was powerful in that place

and he knew Him not
nor bothered himself with anything in regard to Him

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Laban sees his own vision II Achee 8:35

35 And Achee and Tipharah saw that Messiah was very kind to him
and He gently helped him in this his time of great distress

and Messiah knelt beside him after he was set down
and He put His power hand upon the glory knee of Laban

and He prayed unto His Father for him
and they beheld that because of the prayer of Messiah

the light of God moved in to overcome the shadows
of the dark countenance of Laban

insomuch that his face shown with the light
of the very presence of God

36 And Laban was struck with fear
and his nakedness was before him

and he was aghast
and he quaked
and looked about

to find wherewith to cover himself from the light
and Messiah spoke kindly to him to calm his fears

and he was calmed

37 And it came to pass that Messiah stepped forward
and stood between Laban and God

and He did so to plead with His Father in his behalf
and He raised His voice to speak
and He called forth again

the vision of the created purpose of Laban
that He had brought before God in the day of his creation

38 And Messiah rehearsed all of the delightful things
He had said unto His Father to persuade Him to create Laban

and He pled with His Father to please view this man
who is now before Him

in a manner that was according to his vision of created purpose
and He asked His Father to look upon Laban

as He did in the day of his creation
and when Messiah had said these words

Laban beheld the day of his creation
and Laban saw the vision of his own face
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that was brought up into the light of God
and he heard all the words of Messiah

as the vision of his created purpose was spoken to God
and as he beheld the kind of person he was created to be

he was heard to mutter to himself
of his disgust at the sight of it

for his mother had desired of him all these things
and he had often said that he would have no part in it

and Laban was greatly annoyed that these same old things
should be brought to mention again here in this place

and there was not a word spoken in heaven in the sight of it
by any man

39 And it came to pass
that Messiah prepared the Bacca wine of the Holy Supper

to be served unto Laban
and after He had done this

He knelt again in prayer before God in behalf of Laban
and He pled with His Father greatly

with much earnestness of heart
that He would apply fully His great ability

to love in spite of sin unto Laban

40 And it came to pass that in this way
Messiah was able to perform a very wondrous work

for He brought fully to bear upon Laban
the fullness of His power to love in spite of sin

and this man
who was void of any love

received not a hairs breadth less love
than the most holy soul that ever stood before God

and the utter equality of the creation of Laban
was brought to bear upon Laban

to bring to light
that which he had chosen to do with his gift of life

and the contrast between the desires of God for him
and his desires for himself
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were in this manner
heavily wrought upon by the truth in justice

41 And by this it is known
that not even the vilest of expressions of the unforgivable sin

can divide the Oneness of God
for it is a fortress

and it cannot be moved

42 And it came to pass that once again Messiah pled before His Father
for the sake of Laban

that God would at this moment love him
and view him as the handiwork of His loving kindness

insomuch that Laban would be allowed
to see through the eyes of God

as if through a stone of the Urim
so that he could both see and hear all of the expressions of love

that God had shown to him during his life
when he was called to repentance

by The Word that is in all things
and He asked that Laban could both hear and feel

all that the Spirit of God had ever said to him
regarding his vision during the course of his life

43 And when the truth had performed its handiwork
into the mind and soul of Laban in an instant

as if it were come from out of the midst of all eternity
was gathered every instance throughout his life

where God had attempted to reveal his vision to him
when he sinned

and all that God had spoken to him in his heart
concerning his vision

was brought before his remembrance
and all of the yearnings of his mother

and his wife
and his righteous children
and acquaintances were before him to both see and hear
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44 And it was made known to him
the many times the Lord had sought to bless him

but he knew it not
and Laban viewed and heard for himself all of the much grieving

that had arisen in the heart of God over him
in his waywardness

and he knew and could not deny in his heart without doubt
that he could have clung unto those times

when he was loved and called unto repentance
to follow after his vision

but he would not
for it required humility of him

and it required him to have virtue
and to give of himself

45 And Laban said in his heart
Am I not the son of a mighty high priest

who wrought wonders of power
in the eyes of all of the house of Israel

Why should I be thus humiliated to be held to account
for what has been required of me by the hands of others

46 And he was indignant
and thought it was unjust to force him

to consider these things again
that he had so plainly rejected so many times

and that had so clearly found his continuing displeasure
all during his life

47 And it came to pass
that they saw Messiah serve the Bacca wine unto Laban

and Laban reached out with his hand
and he took the wine from the very hand of Messiah

who was to him the lowliest of servants
and I do not know why he drank it

but when the wine touched his lips
it being the element of righteousness
administered in the holiness of love
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by the hand of the Prince of Righteousness
and the God of Shabuot

the eyes of Laban were opened
and he saw through the eyes of God

and he saw the justice of God
for it was plainly manifest to him as he looked

and he saw that he had been all his days
surrounded by the presence of the love of God in element

48 And in that moment
every whisper of the voice of God that was ever uttered

to tell him that God loved him
came before the soul of Laban

and his works of repentance were shown to be utterly void
and he saw that the very voice declaring repentance in element

was that which he had knowingly turned to use
as the element of wickedness
in order to do the wonders of his sorcery

49 And the loving voice of God came from out of the elements
that he had used in the darkness of his wickedness

and it came to speak the messages from God
that shewed forth the desires of God to him

during all the course of his life
and it came again into his heart and ears
and all of the instances that the voice of God had urged him

to be kind
and honest
and compassionate with all of his acquaintances

were come heavily into his soul

50 And the magnitude of it
and the numberless occasions that it had occurred were before him
and he shrunk back from before the face of it

and in his heart he was wroth
and he said

All of these things have only come to accuse me
For have I not said so many times
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that I desire not to hear of these things
and have I not labored diligently

to overcome such inclinations of weakness all my days

51 And Messiah looked up
and He inquired if there were any of the souls of men in heaven who

desired to speak in behalf of Laban
and there came no sound of any voice
and there began to be seen an angry face

that was lit up by the light of the presence of God
and all of the hosts of heaven began to know

that here was one who went below all things to such an extent
that the sufferings of Messiah could not reach him

and he could not be moved upon by any of the love of God
and no kind of truth could soften his soul

toward the goodness of the works of repentance
and the ugly face of the unforgivable sin

was come up in the mist of the presence of God

52 And Messiah wept aloud
and Achee and Tipharah saw that

thus far there was no accuser who had come forth
to accuse Laban before God

for Messiah only loved him and did not accuse him
and God had not spoken any word

nor did He accuse him
but rather He had only answered the pleadings of His Son

to love him
and all that came to Laban thus far was the loving kindness of God

53 And it came to pass
that Messiah once again stood between Laban and God

and He pled sincerely in all of the great love of His heart for Laban
and He called up for him to see the Arm of the Lord

and the wonder of it was shown forth
in the midst of the light of God before the eyes of Laban

and he saw the presence of the Son of God
and the spirit of His loveliness that was
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in the midst of all of the elements of the earth wherein he dwelt
and the Spirit of God wrought upon him and caused him to know

that Messiah was there to call him to be joined
with all of the feelings of loving kindness

that were in creation with God

54 But Laban was not moved
and his disgust for all of these things grew
and he said in his heart

Why must I be subjected to such vile disrespect
And to such lowly pursuits

55 And it came to pass
that Messiah prepared the bread to be served to Laban

and when he broke the bread
Laban leapt back against the Judgement Bar
and he looked wildly about him

and Messiah again knelt before His Father
to plead with Him in behalf of Laban

and He asked God to bring to bear in behalf of Laban
all of His wonderful ability to reveal Himself to sinful man

and He asked that God not allow anything to block
the view of Laban in his beholding the glory of His Father

and He asked God to open to the view of this man
the foundation of the Law of Virtue

56 And after Messiah had requested this of His Father
He arose

and He reached forth His hand
and He gave the bread to Laban

and as he put it to his mouth
Messiah once again stood before God in his behalf

and He began to request of His Father that He would see fit
to reveal the love of the Son of God unto this man

and as the bread touched his lips
it being the element of righteousness

Laban could see the love of the living Messiah
in the midst of all things once again
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and it came through the eyes of God
as if it were through a stone of the Urim

57 And his eyes could not keep it out
and he witnessed fully the creation of the earth
and he saw

that all the creation was made out of the love of God for him
and the sight of it was even before the eyes of Achee

as it was when he saw creation upon the pinnacle of the rock
in the vision of creation

58 And in the midst of this sight Messiah called out to the Eerkodeshoi
to see who among them would speak in behalf of Laban8

seeing they were made out of the love of God for him
and Laban beheld all of the Eerkodeshoi through the eyes of God

and Messiah called out to each one of the Eerkodeshoi by name
and asked each of them

if they desired to speak any word in behalf of Laban
and when all of the Eerkodeshoi looked tenderly upon Messiah

they only could see the Prince of Shabuot.
and they knew that they had covenanted to only love Him

and to only speak in His behalf
and to look diligently to His care
and the desire of His loving heart

and they would not raise any sound

59 And Messiah called out to Rachatsel
but she answered Him not a word

for in her heart
she could only think upon the voices that she was hearing
that arose up from the blood that ran upon her

when Laban had murdered souls
who were the handiwork of the love of God

and she durst not say anything in behalf of one
who had brought her Lovely One so much sorrow

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and there was only silence
and the sound of weeping was heard

coming from many places that were afar off

60 And Messiah called out to Regel
bbut she would not make any reply

as she could only think of the feet passing upon her
who fled in fear from the evil of this man

61 And it came to pass
that all of the Eerkodeshoi would not say any word

in the light of God
in behalf of Laban

and they durst not any one of them open their mouths to speak

62 And it came to pass that as this was happening
and the Eerkodeshoi were silent

in the face of Laban viewing them through the eyes of God
that it came into the mind of Laban fully

that each one of the Eerkodeshoi
who was made out of the love of God for him

was determined to speak not any word in his behalf

63 And he beheld that he was the object of their creation
and yet not one of them would say any word concerning him

and with the passing of each one he grew more angry
and even in the midst of it

before Messiah was finished in His calling out to each of them
Laban arose up from his place in the Judgement Bar

and in his anger he declared that he hated them all
and that he wanted nothing whatsoever to do with them

ever again
and he departed toward the north

from out of in the midst of the light of God
and away from Messiah and all of the hosts of the Eerkodeshoi
and away from the handiwork of the love of God
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64 And thus he chose to die as to things pertaining to righteousness
and where his soul went to dwell I do not know

for when one goes out from being in the presence of a God
who is eternal
and who is in the midst of all things

where would they go
and my heart is afraid to look to see 9

65 And he left from the presence of God
having heard from no accusers

and his own desires
and passions
and choosings were all there was to accuse him

when he stood in the presence of God

66 And thus we see plainly
that all during the time he was judged

he was met only with loving kindness
and the truth of the pure love of the Son of God

and all of the hosts of heaven could see clearly
that the judgements of God were just

for Laban would only be content to be out from
being in the midst of the presence of the light of God

and it is supposed that he dwelt among the Decadarchoi forevermore
and after these things there was heard cries

softly resounding in heaven
for the way back home to the Father had been utterly rejected

67 And it came to pass
that the soul of another approached the Judgement Bar of God

to stand in the light of His presence
and he came weeping as he went
and when Messiah reached out His hand

the man saw the nail prints in it
and he shrunk back

This may sound strange to people, but I later saw with the Urim that the spirits of those

who are cast off will inhabit comets.
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and he would have perished right there
from his fears and sorrows of dismay

but Messiah touched him
and prayed for him

and it strengthened him
so that he could make his way to the Judgement Bar

68 And all the while Achee and Tipharah
could hear him saying something over and over

but they could not understand his words for his much weeping
and when the man was come into the light of God

they saw that the man was Ruath
and after he was strengthened by the prayer of Messiah

his words were heard
and he was pleading to be forgiven

69 And after Messiah helped him to be seated
He answered him and He said

Do not be afraid
For I have already asked of my Father

that He would forgive you
for that which you did throughout my sufferings

For you did not know that which you did
And the Father has done according to my bidding
And He has forgiven all men

who were in the midst of their sins
which caused me to suffer to go below all things

And He did this so it can be witnessed in all eternity
that I freely chose to suffer to go below all things

So that any who would
who were found to be below all things

may find their way back to God in their redemption
And thus because of the loving kindness of God

and because of my willingness to be obedient in all things
no man will come before my Father to be judged

and be held to account for any part of my sufferings
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70 And Messiah touched Ruath
and He said

Therefore be comforted and be not afraid
and when the Lord touched him

the tears of anguish of Ruath were turned to tears of joy
and Ruath wept aloud
and when he was done he asked Messiah if he could speak to Him
and Messiah said

Say on
and Ruath said

I know I am come to this place to be judged
according to my works

And my sins are many
But I care not if I suffer the consequences

of any of the rest of my sins
if I am forgiven for my sins that I committed against You

in the days of Your sufferings
For to be forgiven for that one sin only

will bring me everlasting joy

71 And it came to pass that Messiah smiled upon him
and He touched Ruath again
and He prayed for him again

and the light of God surrounded to enter into Ruath
and he was afraid

and he saw his nakedness before God
and Messiah arose and He stood between God and Ruath
and He called up once more the vision of Ruath

that He used to persuade God to create him

72 And Ruath beheld the day of his creation
and he heard the words that Messiah spoke

concerning all of the delightful things that he could be
and it was both bitter and sweet to him
for on the one hand he was comforted to see

that he had always honored his parents
in a way that was according to

how it was rehearsed in his vision that he could do
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and he had succeeded in being a protector
of the virtue of his little sister

and he had been faithful in his marriage

73 And in all of these things he found comfort
but he utterly failed in an important aspect of his vision

for he heard plainly that he was created to be a protector
of the Law of Virtue in Israel

but he did not take heed to the Spirit of God
and he had not protected the Law as he had supposed

even though he spent his whole life
in an effort to accomplish it

and the grief of such a failure would have been hard to bear
had he not been forgiven for his part

in the sufferings of Messiah

74 And thus it went for him
for he had accomplished some of his vision

and failed in other ways
and he had repented mightily while he was in the prison house
but he always was in doubt

as to that which his repentance had accomplished
as in the prison house there were no elements of the Eerkodeshoi

to bring him to understanding10

and now he stood anxious before God
for one moment he wept for joy

and the next moment he wept for sorrow

75 And it came to pass
that Messiah prepared the Bacca wine to serve Ruath

and Messiah pled with His Father in behalf of Ruath
that God would bring all of His power to love in spite of sin

to bear fully upon this man
and Messiah prayed and asked God

that Ruath might see through the eyes of God

how he was loved in spite of his sin
and in this way his works of repentance might be known

76 And Messiah served him the Bacca wine
and when it touched his lips his eyes were opened
and he saw and he heard all of the times throughout his life

when God had proclaimed his vision to him
and he beheld the day of his creation
and the truth of God came to Ruath

as if he were seeing through a stone of the Urim
and he saw that when he had viewed his vision during his life

he had not allowed the Spirit of God to guide him
and he saw the many times that he was called unto repentance

and his pride swelled up to push it away
and because of these things

he had misdirected all of his labors in the Law
and it would have brought him great dismay

but in the midst of it he could bear up
for he could not forget he had been forgiven
for the matter that was dearest to his heart

and when he saw that he had not done unto all the children of men
as he ought in his repentance

he plead with God to forgive him

77 And Achee and Tipharah saw
that the spirit of repentance was giving life even at the judgement
and they saw that Ruath wept bitterly

at the manner in which he sought after the substance of wealth
and after the power and glory of the world

and he knew that what was before him was the truth God
and a fullness of the repentance of Ruath

was brought before his eyes
and his works of repentance were seen by all

in the light of the truth
and many of his acquaintances and kindred spoke for him

when Messiah bid them speak
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78 And it came to pass
that Messiah once again stood between God and Ruath.

And he prayed
and He asked God to reveal the Arm of the Lord to him
and Messiah knew of the sorrow that awaited Ruath

in that which was about to come before his eyes
at the Judgement Bar

79 And it came to pass
that after Messiah had prayed these things

Ruath beheld that Messiah was in and through all things
and he beheld the elements of the earth
and he beheld the elements that were given life by Messiah

that he had used as he took part in the murder of Eleazer 11

and he was aghast
and he slumped back against the altar

and he thought again that he would perish
for it was the unforgivable sin

and Ruath wept bitterly
and he knew not what to do
and he knew not where to look for comfort

80 And Messiah prepared the bread to serve him
and Messiah once again stepped forward to pray for Ruath

and to plead for him
and He asked His Father that He would bring the fullness

of His ability to reveal Himself to man in spite of their sins
to bear upon Ruath

81 And when Messiah broke the bread and served it to him
Ruath had his eyes opened

as if he were seeing through a stone of the Urim
and he beheld the day of the creation of the earth

and his place in it as the object of creation
and he beheld the works of righteousness

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that he had accomplished during his days
but he wept bitterly at the thought of the unpardonable sin

82 And when Messiah asked if there were any among the Eerkodeshoi
who would speak for Ruath

Ebedel stepped forward 12

and she said
This man Ruath entered in to use the element of wickedness

once in his life
And I was called upon to hold the body of his victim

and upon hearing this Ruath howled in agony

83 And Ebedel went on
and she said

How is it to be viewed that his victim was not dead
but was brought back to life

Is it not so surely that the willingness of Messiah
to forgive those who brought about the death of Eleazer

Was the power which enabled Him
to raise him up again unto life

Did he not return good for evil
Is this man then to be held to account

for his role in the death of a man
who lived in light of the forgiving hand of Messiah

84 And Messiah answered
and said

Because Eleazer was raised up to life again
this man was forgiven

And the goodness that was returned for evil
was goodness indeed

and Ruath fell at the feet of Messiah
before the Judgement Bar of God

and he wept and praised

It may remembered that Ebedel was the one who tore the veil in the temple which led

to Ruath’s death.
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and his heart overflowed
as he kissed the feet which had nail prints in them

85 And it came to pass that the joy of Ruath was so great
that he could not hear the rest of the voices of the Eerkodeshoi

who stood to speak in his behalf
and he could not hear nor see anything more

for he was consumed in the joy of his forgiveness

86 And in the end he was given a place to dwell
in the light of the presence of God

and his soul was not cast off
and not withstanding he had many sins that remained

he was forgiven for these two great sins
and the repentance that he had come to him in the prison house

bore fruit in the love of God

87 And Achee and Tipharah saw
that the Smoke of the Presence did not part away

to reveal to Ruath the very face of God
but he remained in the light of His presence

and in the presence of the Son of God forevermore

88 And it came to pass that after viewing all of these things
Achee said

Oh God forgive me
For the one man who I had supposed

to be beyond the compassion of Your Son
was Ruath

And in my heart since that day that I first beheld him
I had hoped that he would be cast off forever

And I did not know of the full extent of the grace of Your Son
And words cannot express the joys in my heart

at the boundless power of Your Son
to accomplish His mighty deeds of salvation13

As I saw this, I found myself praying the same prayer for the same reason.
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89 And it came to pass that Achee and Tipharah beheld
that all of the souls of men approached the Judgement Bar of God

to be judged in the light of His presence
after the same manner that they had seen
with Laban and Ruath

and Messiah would perform what is known as
His fifth pleading before the Judgement Bar

and they would be served the wine and bread
and look to behold through the Breastplate of Judgement

by the stones of the Urim 14

90 And Messiah was kind to them as it has been shown
and He fulfilled the gifts upon the Heavenly Tablets

of the feelings of compassion and joining
for it was because the gift of the feelings of joining

had come to the full
that their works of repentance could be shown forth

and judged by the truth
and the feelings of joining point to every act of repentance
and it was because the gift of the feelings of compassion

had come to the full
that their works of righteousness

could be shown forth to be judged by the truth
and the feelings of compassion point to every act of righteousness

91 And it was by these two gifts
that are written upon the Heavenly Tablets

which had come to the full in Messiah
that justice could come without any accuser

and they beheld that in this manner
the eyes of each and every soul of men

were brought to see the wonders of their creation
and they could plainly behold that they were so loved

that they each in the Oneness of God were the very object which
determined the form that all creation took

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92 And this came before their eyes as they viewed the creation of the earth
and no one came before the Judgement Bar of God

except they could have already known of this
to some degree

before they came there
for some had seen these wondrous sights in part

while they had been in the flesh upon the earth
and some of them had chosen to use the wonder of it

as the element of wickedness
and in this way they became wholly set

to accomplish the unforgivable sin
and their firm determinations accompanied them

before the Bar of God
and these would have used any opportunity for life

to enlarge their wickedness

93 Therefore they did not go to the prison house
and there were many others who died in ignorance

having never known fully these things in the flesh
and they were given an opportunity

to behold that which they chose in the prison house
and in this manner ignorance was done away

and had no part in the judgement
and there were others who searched out the truth

whenever they would glimpse these wondrous things
in the flesh

and in their pursuit of it they repented of their sins
and were drawn toward the loving kindness in element

and all of these were raised up at the resurrection of the just
to come to view and comprehend all these wonders in full

94 And thus
all of the souls of men come unto the judgement

having clearly made firm determinations in their desires
concerning all of their works of repentance
and righteousness

and from the time the bread had run the course of it
in the sight of the last man to look
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as if by the stone of the Urim
the opportunity to repent was ended

and whatsoever was brought into the light of God
in terms of the truth

was firmly affixed for all eternity
for by then the respect of God had done its work
and all things

even every whit
had utterly come to the full and were fulfilled

95 And Achee and Tipharah could plainly see
that the judgements of God were just

and the great love and respect that God had for every soul
had resulted in each one determining for themselves

what they would choose to become
with the gift of life that they were given

and the judgement simply became the final opportunity
for the truth to show forth the contrast between

what a person desired for themselves
and the desires of God for them

and their joys in the opportunity to live with God was shown
by how much they had determined that which was according

to the divine nature of the presence of God

96 And in every part of all of this that Achee and his rib witnessed
they saw that it resulted in the truth of God

entering into the secret places of the souls of men
to shine there so it could be determined what each one

had chosen to do with the gift of life that was given them

97 And it came to pass
when Achee had finished his prayers of repentance

with regard to Ruath
they looked and they beheld one who they knew in the flesh
and it was Te-alah

and she was a beautiful woman
for her countenance was lighted up with her joys
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that had come to her during her life
and during the thousand years

98 And she walked with a dignity
that only those who know the full wonders of repentance

could walk with into the light of the presence of God
and as she approached she looked upon Messiah

and she was expecting Him to be there
and she was delighted to see Him again

and she reached out her hand to take His hand
so that He may help her to find her place

within the Judgement Bar of God
and the light of God shown fully upon her to lighten up her face

99 Now repentance had done its work
and because of this

the judgement was a much looked forward to event
in the lives of the righteous

for with every sin that was made bare by the light of truth
the joys of forgiveness were magnified

and because Messiah is well up to the task of forgiving
their faith in Him

as they stood before God
was well founded

100 And their confidence was sure because of His amazing grace
but be it known that in spite of this

no man came saucily
into the awesome presence of the Great Holy One

and every soul came there in the greatest of meekness
but even in meekness there can be found confidence

and that confidence is buoyed up
by a faith in the merits of the Lovely One

101 And it came to pass
that Messiah stepped forward to stand between God and Te-alah
and when He prayed to call up her vision for her to see

it was hard to hear His words for the much singing
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and praising of a host of the children of men
for her acquaintances

and her many children
and grandchildren of flowing generations

were calling her blessed
for they all had come to love her during the thousand years

102 And she was startled by the many voices that came to her ears
while she sat radiating the light of the presence of God

and she wept and thanked God that she was come home
and she was loved
and called blessed by all of her family

103 And when her vision of created purpose was called up
she clapped her hands for joy

and her joy only grew
for each and every time

when she could have beheld her sins and short comings
her repentance was there to call to her

to remind her of the kindness of the forgiving hand of Messiah
and all her sins were turned into joy

by her works
and labors
and struggles in repentance

104 And as it passed before her
she only could praise and thank her Redeemer

and weep the more in her overflowing joy
and she magnified the Heart of God

as He looked out to view the vision of her created purpose
from in the midst of eternity

and all of His joy in the day of her creation
was magnified and expanded in His heart

and His willingness to receive such a delightful gift from His Son
was before Him
insomuch that both God and Te-alah wondered together

if they could bear the joy of it
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105 And it came to pass that Messiah prepared the wine to serve Te-alah
and He prayed on in the midst of praisings

and Messiah prayed for her
and He pled for her before His Father

that a fullness of His ability to love in spite of sin
would be applied to her

and He called God to remembrance that He had promised
that if she will always remember Him
she will always have His Spirit to be with her

and He also called into remembrance
that because of His vow unto His Father

she can be joined with the Father in the midst of element
by keeping the Law of Virtue in loving kindness

106 And after He had said these things He served her the wine
and when the wine touched her lips her eyes were opened
and she began to see through the eyes of God

as if through a stone of the Urim

107 And she beheld the day of her creation
and when she did this

there was a gasp heard in the place of judgement
for the Smoke of the Presence

seemed that it parted a little in the middle
and it was as if the very face of God was about to burst forth

108 And again Te-alah saw
how all of her works of repentance had joined her

unto the loving kindness that is in all things
and she wept for the wonder of it

until she thought that her poor little heart
may perish away from the joy of it

and there was no doubt whatever
in the hearts of all who were there

that the faith of this woman was not in vain

109 And her steadfastness to honor the Covenant of Shabuot
was as a crown of honor for her
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and she could not believe her eyes
for the joy of seeing that a loving God and His redeeming Son

were ever and always walking beside her
in The Way to bless her
and guide her
and redeem her

110 And in that moment
she heard a new song spring forth out of her soul

and when she sang it the Eerkodeshoi knew it
and they sang it with her

and the Light of God was magnified
and the Smoke of the Presence

parted a little more in the middle
and the joys of her forgiveness were magnified further still

111 And when she saw the handiwork of the Lovely One
that came in among the lives of her children

because of her works of repentance
she could hardly bear the joy of it

112 And in this way she saw by the eyes of God
the full meaning of her daily walk

in present moments of repentance
and the happiness of the cleansing love of Messiah

washed over her
like a wave of purifying water

113 And Kayal knew in her knowing
and she was pleased to look on
and any doubt as to whether her forgiveness was complete

was utterly washed away
and her fears

that there may yet remain any sin that was not forgiven
also vanished away

114 And she saw her many children
and the fulfillment of her vision in their lives
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and her many labors in their behalf became unspeakable joys to her
and her tears

and worries
and prayers in their behalf

were turned into the brightness of a crown of fulfillment

115 Now her husband had gone before her in the judgement
and he beheld it from without
and he stood in his amazement waiting to receive her

116 And it came to pass
that Messiah once again stepped forward

to stand between God and Te-alah
and He prayed His wondrous prayer

for the Arm of the Lord to be called up into the light of God
and she beheld it in the fullness of it

117 And by this time
she was only able to praise and thank her God

for her tears were all used up in the joys of her forgiveness
and she beheld the day of the creation of the earth
and the truth of what it meant for all the elements of the earth

118 And Messiah was happy

and as He did so

119 And He called God to remembrance
that He had promised her

that if she would take upon herself the name of His Son
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and always remember Him
and keep His commandments

then she was to always have His Spirit to be with her

120 And He also called into remembrance
that because of the vow of the Father to the Son

she can share in compassion with the Son in the midst of element
by keeping the Law of Virtue with the sanctity of marriage

and when He had said these things
He served her the bread

121And it came to pass
that when Te-alah had the bread touch her lips

before Messiah was even finished speaking
to ask if there were any among the Eerkodeshoi

who would speak for her
it came to pass that the Eerkodeshoi crowded about

to all speak at once in her behalf
and the noise of it

was like the roaring of the sea

122 And all of their lives were fulfilled in her
and they could not be constrained
